TEENS OF PRAISE CAMP 2026

What to Know
Church camp is that super exciting summer experience when teens get to spend a short number of days entirely dedicated to growing in their faith and love for God. They get to do this while having an amazing amount of fun with old and new friends. When asked to recount what was most meaningful to them during their teen years in church, most adults will say that a church camp or mission trip is what helped to solidify their relationship with Christ and place them on a trajectory of commitment and service! 

The TOP camp staff, along with the OCU camp team, has been diligently working to create a meaningful and worthwhile 6-day adventure. Considering all the things in our current culture that compete with schedules, we ask that you as a pastor, youth leader, or parent encourage your teen(s) to attend TOP; talk with them about the lasting importance of camp and help them to work it into already busy summer schedules. 

All campers stay in the Ohio Christian University’s dormitories with the roommates of their choice. If the weather permits, everyone will participate in afternoon outdoor activities nearly every day. On Tuesday and Wednesday afternoons campers will be traveling off campus via buses and vans to the following locations (subject to change based on weather): 

- Hocking Hills Adventure in Logan, OH. This excursion involves campers being transported upstream by a Hocking Hills Bus and kayaking back to the starting location.

- TIKI POOL in Lancaster, OH. Campers will enjoy an afternoon of outdoor water activities. 

- Various work projects throughout the communities in Pickaway County. 

- All campers will participate in work projects but will choose between going kayaking or swimming.

Teens of Praise is on the beautiful campus of the Ohio Christian University and runs concurrently with Mount of Praise. We encourage parents or pastors/youth pastors to attend at least one evening service if possible. Schedule posted on CCCU’s website www.cccuhq.org. The campers will attend the main camp meeting service that is also attended by hundreds of adults. The campers have their own section in which they will sit. 

Otherwise, the campers are separate from anything else happening on campus, including a youth-only service in the morning with their own speaker and worship team. TOP is for any CCCU affiliated church or other groups looking for a solid holiness church camp experience grounded in the Wesleyan doctrine.

DATES & COST: June 21st- 26th, 2026. Only $140 for registrations received on or before June 1st. $150 after June 1

WHO: Students entering 7th grade up to 2026 high school graduates. 

REGISTRATION: Register and pay online at cccuyouth.org. If necessary, paper registrations can be printed from the website and mailed to the address listed on the form. There is also a separate payment link if someone other than the person registering, like a church, is paying for part or all the camp fee. 

CAMP BEGINS: Check-in is on Sunday the 21st from 1:30-3:30pm in the lobby of the Maxwell Center. (Big building in the back of the property, entrance by the fountain). Signs will be posted. 

CAMP ENDS: After lunch on Friday, June 26 (or whenever dorm rooms are CLEAN). 

CLOTHING: Modest length shorts and T-shirts are permitted most of the day for both boys and girls. Students WILL be asked at counselor discretion to change clothing that does not appropriately cover. (No spaghetti straps or revealing clothing). Boys are also not permitted to wear tank tops around campus. 

Tennis shoes are to be worn to most afternoon activities and on the community service day. For boating and swimming, girls must wear shorts or a one-piece bathing suit. 

For the evening services, Boys are encouraged to wear pants (no athletic clothing). Will be permitted to wear docker shorts or dress shorts. Girls are asked to wear dressier style pants (no ripped jeans) or a skirt (mid-thigh or lower). We have found that most teens appreciate the attire guidance and uniformity of dress code for the evening service. 

WHAT TO BRING: Bedding (sheet, blanket, sleeping bag) bathroom essentials (including bath towel), hat, sunscreen, beach towel, flashlight, Bible, pen, notepad, and money (optional) for snacks. 

DO NOT BRING: Fireworks, illegal substances, smoke/vape products, alcohol, energy drinks, inappropriate or immodest clothing, or anything that could possibly get you a speedy one-way ticket back home. 

BULLYING: Any activity that intentionally diminishes the positive experience of a camper, including pranking, can be/or may include immediate removal from the camp. Acts of kindness, compassion, and a desire to forge new friendships is what camp is all about!
