Integrity 
45-Minute Teaching Session: Integrity in Church Ministry
Theme: Living What We Lead
Audience: Youth & Adult Ministry Workers / Leaders / Volunteers
Purpose:
Participants will understand what biblical integrity is, why it is essential for ministry effectiveness, and how to live with integrity publicly and privately.

1. Opening: Why Integrity Matters in Ministry (5 minutes)
Teaching Focus:
Set the importance of integrity as foundational, not optional.
Key Talking Points:
· Talent may open doors, but integrity keeps them open.
· Ministry impact is built on trust, and trust is built on integrity.
· Integrity matters because ministry represents:
· Christ
· The Church
· The Gospel
Opening Statement Example:
“Integrity is who you are when no one is watching—and ministry depends on it.”
Transition:
To understand integrity, we must define it biblically.

2. Defining Biblical Integrity (8 minutes)
Key Scripture: Proverbs 11:3
“The integrity of the upright guides them…”
Teaching Points:
· Integrity means:
· Wholeness
· Consistency
· Alignment between belief and behavior
· Integrity is not perfection—it is honesty and faithfulness.
Supporting Scriptures:
· Psalm 15:1–2 – Walking blamelessly and speaking truth
· Luke 16:10 – Faithful in little, faithful in much
Key Insight:
Integrity is demonstrated in small, unseen decisions, not just public moments.

3. Integrity in Leadership and Service (10 minutes)
Teaching Focus:
Integrity applies to everyone, not just pastors.
Areas Where Integrity Matters in Ministry:
· Time (punctuality, preparation)
· Responsibility (following through)
· Finances and resources
· Relationships and communication
· Use of authority and influence
Key Scripture: 1 Corinthians 4:2
“It is required that those who have been given a trust must prove faithful.”
Teaching Truth:
Ministry is stewardship, and integrity is faithfulness with what God has entrusted.

4. Private Integrity vs. Public Image (7 minutes)
Teaching Focus:
Who we are privately shapes who we are publicly.
Key Scripture: Psalm 51:6
“Surely you desire truth in the inner being…”
Teaching Points:
· God is more concerned with:
· Character than charisma
· Faithfulness than fame
· Private habits affect public ministry:
· Prayer life
· Speech
· Media consumption
· Personal conduct
Warning:
A strong public image cannot sustain a weak private life.
Teaching Truth:
Public ministry flows from private devotion.

5. Integrity Under Pressure (7 minutes)
Teaching Focus:
Integrity is tested, not proven, during pressure.
Common Pressure Points in Ministry:
· Wanting approval
· Avoiding conflict
· Fear of losing position or influence
· Temptation to compromise standards
Key Scripture: Daniel 6:4
“…they could find no corruption in him…”
Teaching Insight:
· Integrity means doing what is right even when:
· It costs something
· No one applauds
· Compromise feels easier
Teaching Truth:
Compromise may protect comfort, but integrity protects calling.

6. Integrity Across Generations in the Church (5 minutes)
Teaching Focus:
Integrity models faith for the next generation.
Key Scriptures:
· 1 Timothy 4:12 – Being an example in conduct
· Titus 2:7–8 – Showing integrity in teaching
Teaching Points:
· Youth learn integrity by watching adults.
· Adults are strengthened by the sincerity of youth.
· Integrity builds unity across generations.
Teaching Truth:
What one generation practices, the next generation preserves—or abandons.

7. Practical Application: Living with Integrity Daily (5 minutes)
Self-Reflection Questions:
· Do my words match my actions?
· Am I consistent on and off the platform?
· Do I keep my commitments?
· Would my private life support my public ministry?
Practical Commitments:
· Be honest, even when it’s uncomfortable
· Be faithful in small responsibilities
· Seek accountability
· Choose obedience over image

8. Closing Challenge & Prayer (3 minutes)
Challenge Statement:
“God is not looking for perfect servants—He is looking for faithful ones.”
Closing Prayer Focus:
· Clean hearts
· Courage to live truthfully
· Strength to resist compromise
· Integrity that honors God and blesses others

Key Takeaways to Emphasize:
· Integrity sustains ministry
· Integrity builds trust
· Integrity honors God
· Integrity protects your witness
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
