Spirit-Led Decision Making 
45-Minute Lesson Plan
Title: Developing Competency in Spirit-Led Decision Making
Audience: Adults / Ministry Leaders / Faith-Based Learners
Purpose: To equip participants with biblical understanding, practical tools, and confidence to make decisions led by the Holy Spirit.

Learning Outcomes (2 minutes)
By the end of this session, participants will be able to:
· Define Spirit-led decision making
· Identify biblical anchors for discernment
· Apply a practical decision-making model
· Practice listening and discernment skills

1. Opening & Prayer (5 minutes)
Facilitator Script:
“Today we are learning how to move from reactionary decisions to Spirit-led, biblically grounded choices. This is not about perfection but about competency and obedience.”
Opening Prayer Focus:
· Ask for wisdom (James 1:5)
· Ask for sensitivity to the Holy Spirit
· Ask for clarity and peace

2. Teaching Segment: What Is Spirit-Led Decision Making? (8 minutes)
Key Definition:
Spirit-led decision making is the practice of submitting choices to God, discerning His will through Scripture, prayer, the inner witness of the Holy Spirit, and godly counsel, and responding in obedience.
Scripture Readings (Group Reading):
· Proverbs 3:5–6
· Romans 8:14
· John 16:13
Teaching Emphasis:
· The Holy Spirit guides, not confuses
· God’s will aligns with God’s Word
· Discernment develops over time
Group Reflection Question:
“Think of a decision you made without prayer. What was the outcome?”

3. Teaching Segment: The Four Anchors of Spirit-Led Decisions (10 minutes)
Anchor 1: Scripture
📖 Psalm 119:105
Question: Does this decision align with God’s Word?
Anchor 2: Prayer & Listening
📖 James 1:5
Question: What is the Holy Spirit saying?
Anchor 3: Inner Witness & Peace
📖 Colossians 3:15
Question: Is there spiritual peace and clarity?
Anchor 4: Godly Counsel
📖 Proverbs 11:14
Question: Has this decision been confirmed by wise counsel?
Facilitator Tip:
Emphasize that confirmation is not permission, and counsel does not replace prayer.

4. Practical Tool: The S.P.I.R.I.T. Decision Model (7 minutes)
Write or Display the Model:
· S – Submit the decision to God
· P – Pray and listen
· I – Investigate Scripture
· R – Receive godly counsel
· I – Inner peace check
· T – Take obedient action
Teaching Point:
Competency grows when believers use a consistent spiritual framework.

5. Interactive Activity: Discernment in Practice (10 minutes)
Activity: Small-Group Case Study
Divide into groups of 3–4.
Provide a scenario (or allow groups to choose one):
· Accepting a ministry role
· Making a financial decision
· Responding to conflict
· Stepping into a calling
Group Instructions:
1. Apply the S.P.I.R.I.T. model
2. Identify which anchors apply
3. Decide on a Spirit-led response
Group Share-Out:
Ask one group to briefly share insights.

6. Reflection & Accountability (3 minutes)
Reflection Questions (Silent or Journal):
· What is one decision I am currently facing?
· Which anchor do I often ignore?
· What step of obedience is God asking of me?
Teaching Emphasis:
Spirit-led decisions require trust and obedience, not certainty.

7. Declaration & Closing Prayer (5 minutes)
Group Declaration (Repeat After Facilitator):
“I am led by the Spirit of God.
I trust the Lord with all my heart.
I hear His voice and respond in obedience.
My decisions align with God’s will and bring Him glory.”
📖 Romans 8:14
Closing Prayer Focus:
· Surrender ongoing decisions
· Ask for discernment and courage
· Commit to obedient action
