We will spend the last couple weeks of preschool working on pre-reading skills. We will work on
concepts such as beginning and ending sounds, vowels and consonants, and rhyming words.

Please take note of some important dates on the May calendar. On Monday, May 11t" and
Tuesday, May 12" we will have our end of year picnic at the park.
