When a
child becomes a CASA kid they are presented with a duffle bag filled with items specifically for that child.
Some of the items are necessities, such as toiletries and hygiene products while some things are meant to
provide some level of comfort, a night light, a stuffed animal, and a soft, warm blanket. For the past several
years the United Women in Faith have included creating CASA blankets as one of their many service projects.
