St. Paul taught that the Lord’s Supper 
is a confession of our unity in the faith (1 Cor 11:26) and can 
harm us if taken wrongly (1 Cor 11:28-29). 

We take seriously the spiritual care of those who commune 
at our altar. Because of the above scriptures, if you are not a 
member of the LCMS and hold a differing confession, we ask 
you to refrain from communing unƟl you speak with the 
pastor. You are sƟll invited to come up, with your arms 
crossed over your chest, to receive a blessing.
