One of the first bits of advice you learn

as a husband is:

I am happy to say that in 30 years, I’ve

never forgotten … and each year Ingrid

has renewed my contract.

I’ll bet most of you don’t even know

which anniversary you’ve forgotten this

month. But I think it’s an important one

in the life of our church.

In June 2000, two struggling churches -

Christ Presbyterian Church and West

Valley Presbyterian Church - merged to

form the present incarnation of our

beloved church. It also heralded the shift

to move CPC from its original home in

Maryvale out to the West Valley, where

we are today.

God blessed the “new” church, and in

2001, Rev. Bob Simmons was called to

shepherd the revitalization of the new

CPC. In 2004, our present plot of land on

Sarival was purchased. 2007 saw the

first building - the Sanctuary - dedicated

during Christmas time. In 2012, the

education wing was completed and in

2015, CPC left the old PCUSA to join an

exciting new, growing denomination

called ECO.

Pastor’s Pen Pastor Bob retired (sort of) in 2018, and

CPC entered a period of challenge with

the new pastor, Tony Stiff, and with

COVID. 

Yet God was still faithful in the midst of

our brokenness and the chaos of the

world around us.

Interim Pastor Ron Hawkins brought

peace and healing to CPC after the

tumultuous times and then in Feb 2024,

the new young pastor arrived in

Goodyear (yes, I mean me). Of course, we

can’t forget that God had brought Pastor

Mike Shirey to CPC to be here through all

these pastoral transitions of the last 7

years.

Obviously, there are a lot more things

that have impacted our church in 25

years, and a lot more people who have

made a huge difference, but we don’t

have space for all of them.

We should be grateful for this milestone

and all it represents. No matter what

changes we’ve gone through in a quarter

century, God’s faithfulness, the truth of

God’s Word, Christ’s redeeming love and

the power of the Holy Spirit remain

unchanged. And our mission to be

Christ’s ambassadors in the West Valley

is as strong now as ever.

As your pastor, I am Grateful for our past,

 Privileged to be your pastor today,

 Excited about God’s future for CPC.
