As we follow the way of Jesus, we depend on God’s power, not our own willpower. The Holy Spirit will change us 
to be more like Jesus, but only when we’re willing to follow where he leads. As you think about the first quarter of 
this year, spend time in prayer and ask God to reveal your next steps. You can go through this process as an indi-
vidual, but it’s also good for couples or families.

Discipleship Goal suggestions for April through June, 2026 
 
 
1. “Come and See”  
       Watch and learn what Jesus is about. 

• Home: Host a meal and invite a neighbor or coworker who doesn't attend church to share 
food and conversation (This challenge will go along with our “Tables” series after Easter). 

• Church/Community: Invite a friend to church (Easter is a great opportunity). Offer to meet 
them, sit with them, and go with them to the Connection Café.  

• World: Go to joshuaproject.net and choose an unreached people group to pray for regularly. 
 
2. “Come and Follow Me” 
       Accept the invitation to follow Jesus. 

• Home: Share your faith story with a family member who may not know the details of your 
journey with Jesus. 

• Home and/or Community: Pray every day for your “one” or “ones,” especially those you’re 
inviting to our Easter service. (Your “one” is a person you know who needs to know Jesus). 

• Church: Our Discover class is an environment that has helped many people make the deci-
sion to follow Jesus. Invite someone to Discover and attend with them. 

 
3. “Come and Be With Me” 
       Prioritize being in Jesus’ presence. 

• Home: Use a prayer journal to write out a prayer at least five days a week. 
• Church: Make it your goal to attend a church service at least ten Sundays this quarter. 
• Community: Ask a friend or co-worker how you can be praying for them. 

 
4. “Come Take Up Your Cross” 
        Die to self and surrender to Jesus. 

• Home: At least once a week, go to someone in your family and ask, "What can I do for you?”, 
"How can I help?" , or "What's one thing I could take off your plate?" 

• Church: Sign up to serve at our Vacation Bible School on June 10-12. To see available roles 
and to sign up, go to plumcreek.org/vbs 

• Community: Sign up to serve at the Grant’s Lick Elementary flower pick-up on April 24. 
• World: Attend the Fighting for Freedom event at Main Street Church on April 18th from Noon 

to 6pm. This event will raise awareness for human trafficking and give you ways to get in-
volved in the fight. Go to mainstreet.churchcenter.com and click “Events.” 

 
5. “Go and Make Disciples” 
        Participate in the mission of Jesus (Matthew 28:18-20). 

• Home: Make it a point to start having spiritual conversations during dinner at least one night 
per week 

• Community: Go on a prayer walk in your neighborhood. As you walk, pray for people who 
need Jesus and look for opportunities to have conversations.  

• World: Commit to be part of the prayer team for our Guatemala mission team.
