— /7 MIT’S BIT’'S: The morning that I wrote this segment, I must admit, that I was in a
f?p’t little bit of a funk. I did not sleep well. It was a cool, damp, dark morning and the fog
\'E‘D““‘ was blanketing all of the area.

I usually like the short trip to the church during the week. I get to see what’s going
on in the world, however briefly. But that morning, I wasn’t in the mood. I took the long way to
the church, past the water tower and down Langstaff. And that’s when I saw the break in the
fog. The sun was trying it's best to peak through the dense mist of the morning, and I knew it
wouldn't be long before it would succeed. The sky was clear above; the mist was low-lying.

At that moment, something came to mind. The funk I was in started to ebb away. Like the light
trying to pierce the fog, the sun was the reminder that God’s got the day in His hands. It was
what I needed to lift me out of my ugly mood and into a right way to enter into the day that
God was providing for me.

When you wake up in a mood, consider how God wants to bust through the fog and into your
life. Pray for Him to enter into the day, to brighten it somehow, some way. It doesn’t matter
what the weather, I'm sure God would be pleased to show you a glimpse of Himself.

Thrive Faith Formation Tip: Today is the first Sunday of Lent. The forty days of Lent bring to
mind the forty years of Israel’s sojourn in the wilderness and the forty days of fasting that
preceded Jesus’ public ministry. During Lent, Christians around the world reflect on the weight
of sin, the cost of salvation, and the love that motivated Jesus’ earthly sojourn and sacrificial
death. This year during Lent, find an object that reminds you of the wilderness (like a small
stone or a container of sand) and place it in plain sight. Whenever you see it, pause and
remember the depth of Jesus’ love and how far he went to rescue you from sin and death.
