— /7 MIT’S BIT’'S: At this time of year, in the church, we may hear a lot about
f?p? reconciliation.

~Muisuis Reconciliation is another one of those words that we seem to have demeaned over the

last number of years in our western culture. This may be why for some of us, like

myself, whenever I read or hear that word, I sort of roll my eyes and move on. I know that
everything after that word loses meaning, largely because of its overuse today.
But when we read it biblically, like in Romans 5:10-11, the word should come alive for us! Check
it out: “For if, while we were God's enemies, we were reconciled to him through the death of his
Son, how much more, having been reconciled, shall we be saved through his life! Not only is this
so, but we also boast in God through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom we have now
received reconcifiatior’’ (Romans 5:10-11).
Reconciliation, in this context, is God’s reconciliation toward us. This means that God makes us
right with Him, through Jesus, of course. The whole narrative of Holy Week, Good Friday and
Easter is all about God reconciling us to Himself!
And this is the cause of great joy for us! There is no hardship that we face in this world that can
even come close to matching the knowledge of God making us right with Him! Remember this in
the coming week, and beyond. God has reconciled Himself to us. Rejoice and be glad!
