A church
friend, whom we had not seen in a long time, showed up. The pastor asked me
to preach on salvation. Afterward, this church friend told me that several years
ago, when | preached from Hebrews 2:3, she was convicted and trusted Christ
after that sermon.

As she was talking with me, the pastor's son, who is about seven and a half,
waited patiently next to me. When he had a chance, he asked me about a verse |
had preached on.

| explained it to him.

| asked him if, when God judged him, he would be found guilty or not guilty of
being a sinner. He said guilty. This was a big change, because | had witnessed to
him the day before, and he had not been ready to admit he was a sinner.

1 gave him the gospel and asked if he wanted to repent and trust Christ. He said
he did. However, | told him to think about it and come let me know when he was
ready, because | did not want to pressure him. He said he would think about it for
two minutes and then let me know. | left him alone, and about a minute later, he
came and found me and said he was certain. He wanted to trust Christ. We went

into the next room, and | was able to lead him to the Lord. Praise God! This was a

special trip, being able to see the pastor's son come to the knowledge of
salvation.
