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A RIGHT RELATIONSHIP WITH GOD. 
   In Matthew 7:7, Jesus told his disciples; "Ask, and it shall be given you, seek and ye 
shall find, knock and it shall be opened unto you."  Dr. James Boice, in his work "Promises 
to Live By", asks two questions concerning this text. "But for what shall we ask and how do 
we know what is God's will for us"?  
 

   Dr. Boice presents three scriptural texts to point us in the right direction.  James 1:5, "If 
any of you lack wisdom, let him ask of God, who gives generously to all without finding 
fault, and it will be given to him."  So, if you go to God as a believer in the Lord Jesus 
Christ and ask for wisdom, you can be sure you are praying in God's will and that your 
prayer will be answered.  Wisdom is defined as the power of true and right discernment 
and the conformity to the course of action dictated by such discernment.  This discernment 
can only be revealed to us by God. 
 

   As followers of Jesus Christ, we need to ask for wisdom to present the claims of Jesus 
Christ intelligently and with success, to distinguish good from evil, right from wrong.  This 
may sound like I am stating the obvious but in our society today good and evil and right 
and wrong are not as clear as they once were.  
 

   The second text Dr. Boice presents is Philippians 4:6-7, "Be anxious for nothing but in 
everything by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving, let your requests be made known 
to God.  And the peace of God, which passes all understanding, shall keep your hearts 
and minds through Christ Jesus."  God clearly says it is possible to have peace during 
life's calamities and he promises to impart it to us if we lay our request before him.  I do not 
believe we can attain this peace if we wait and ask God in the middle of a trial.  Peace 
from God comes over time as we build a relationship and learn to trust God to provide our 
needs. 
 

   The third text Dr. Boice presents is Philippians 4:8, "Finally, brothers, whatever is right, 
whatever is pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is admirable--if anything is excellent or 
praiseworthy-- think about such things."  This text simply states we are to pursue the best 
things life has to offer.  We must just be sure to get our understanding of the will of God 
from scripture.  Our daily prayer life should consist of asking God for wisdom and peace 
during our trials and guidance to pursue the best things life has to offer.  If we develop this 
type of prayer life we will enjoy a right relationship with God and receive the blessings he 
has for us.  
 
   God has stored up for all his children untold blessings waiting to be tapped into through a 
right relationship with his Son Jesus Christ.
