“What is Evil” 

     There are 613 commandments in Judaism derived from the 
Torah.  Interestingly enough, the English word “evil” appears 
613 times in Scripture.  What is “evil”? 
      
The spirit of the six Hebrew words translated into English as 
“evil” is “bad, displeasing.”  The spirit of the twelve Greek 
words translated as “evil” in English is “hurtful in effect or  
influence” or “depraved, injurious.” 
      
The relational God of Israel Personally and succinctly defines 
“evil” after the evil report of His Land (Deut 11:1012) by ten of 
the twelve spies in Numbers 13.  Numbers 14:35 says, “I the 
LORD have said, I will surely do it unto all this evil  
congregation, that are gathered together against Me.”  And 
Numbers 14:43 says, “For the Amalekites and the Canaanites 
are there before you, and ye shall fall by the sword: because 
ye are turned away from the LORD, therefore the LORD will 
not be with you.” 
      
Therefore, per the heart of God Himself, evil is defined     
           1.   as being against God  
           2.   turning away from the Lord 
which truly is bad and displeasing, hurtful and depraved.
