A MESSAGE FROM PASTOR DOUG
“Death in the Pot”

As recorded in 2 Kings 4:38-41, at one point in the ministry of
Elisha there was a famine in the land. He was sitting with the
sons of the prophets when he told his servant to prepare some
soup for them. One of the company, with good intentions,
went out into the field and collected gourds from a wild vine,
which were shredded and added to the soup. The result:
“Death is in the pot!”

Whether we liken the pot to our own lives or to the world, the
fruit (sin/unbelief and all of its manifestations of
unrighteousness) of a wild vine (religion, philosophy, science
falsely called so, traditions of men, etc) yields death.

Lessons:

1. Stay away from wild vines and abide in the True Vine!
(John 15:1-8, John 14:6)

2. Death has claimed many people with good intentions yet
in whom there is no good thing (Rom 3:9-12, Rom 3:23,
Rom 7:18)

Solution: Add the meal of the Bread of Life to the foul soup in
the pot!
