“Pray Without Ceasing” 
 

Scripture exhorts us to “pray without ceasing” (1 Thes 5:17).  
What does that mean?  Although it seems like some do, no 
ones talks all the time! 
 
We normally think prayer is us talking to God.  But prayer is 
an on-going interactive conversation with God.  It is on-going 
because we are indwelt by the Spirit of God and Jesus Christ 
never leaves us nor forsakes us.  Prayer is interactive  
because it is a dialogue of two in right relationship, not a  
one-sided monologue. 
 
We talk with God by pouring out our hearts about our trials  
and tribulations, confessing our sin, interceding for others, 
praising/worshipping Him, thanking Him for His faithfulness, 
and asking questions.  God talks to us in His still small voice 
when we are still to comfort us, instruct us in righteousness, 
correct us, to guide us, to teach us. 
 
What God has to say to us is more needful for our well-being 
than whatever we have to say to Him (He already knows!)  
so “praying without ceasing” is mostly listening to the Lord  
as we move about our day with Him.
