Having reliable carts means our staff can
serve more effectively, and our guests can feel cared for in ways both
: big and small.

Second, our pool furniture. The Activity Center pool is a highlight for so many who visit
Keswick. Families enjoy it, our residents find refreshment there, and it'’s a place where
conversations and connections naturally happen. Two of our lifeguards, Jason Shack and
Josh Hatton, know this firsthand. Both men are graduates of the Colony of Mercy They came
here broken, found Christ, experienced the miracle of recovery,
and today, they serve joyfully as lifeguards—helping to create

a safe, fun, and Christ-centered environment for others. To
better serve the many who enjoy the pool, we need to add more
lounge chairs and seating. It may sound simple, but for our
guests and residents, it makes a world of difference.




Finally, the Snack Shop patio furniture. If the Colony chapel
is the spiritual heart of Keswick, the Snack Shop is often

its fellowship hub. It's the place where families sit down

over ice cream, where residents share stories of God’s
faithfulness, and where retreat guests laugh and linger long
after a session. But the patio furniture has seen better days.
Updating it will allow us to keep this space warm, welcoming,
and comfortable for everyone who gathers there.

These are not “extras.” They are small but significant ways we can steward this property so
that people can truly experience the peace and joy of being here. And most importantly, every
chair, every golf cart ride, and every conversation over a snack is another opportunity for
someone to hear about the freedom found only in Jesus Christ.
