A Message From
Pastor Justin

February often draws our attention to love. Cards, flowers, and kind gestures remind us of affection 
and love for those whom are close to us—but as the Church, we are called to reflect a deeper, richer,
and more enduring love. Scripture calls this agape love.

Agape love is not rooted in emotion or convenience. It is not earned or deserved. Agape love is the self-giving, sacrificial love of
God—a love that pursues us, surrounds us, and holds us fast.

John reminds us of this truth: “Dear friends, let us love one another, because love is from God, and everyone who loves has been
born of God and knows God (1 John 4:7 CSB). God does not merely show love—God is love (1 John 4:8). Every act of grace, every
promise kept, and every mercy renewed flows from His very nature. Romans 5:8 tells us that “while we were still sinners, Christ
died for us.” That is agape love in action—love that moves toward us even when we are broken, wandering, and undeserving.

Because we are surrounded by this kind of love, we are called to live differently. Jesus Himself said, “Just as I have loved you, you
are also to love one another. By this everyone will know that you are my disciples, if you love one another.” (John 13:34–35 CSB).

Agape love becomes the defining mark of the Church. It shapes how we worship, how we serve, how we forgive, and how we
treat one another. It looks like patience instead of frustration. Grace instead of judgment. Faithfulness instead of convenience. 
It is love that stays, listens, bears burdens, and points people to Christ. Paul describes this love beautifully in 1 Corinthians 13—
not as a poetic ideal, but as a practical way of life. Love that is patient. Love that is kind. Love that endures.

As we move through this season, may we pause to remember that we are not simply a people who talk about love—we are a
people surrounded by it. Loved by the Father, redeemed by the Son, and empowered by the Spirit to love others well.

Let us ask the Lord to help us reflect His agape love in our homes, our church, and our community—so that the world might see
Christ in us. “And now these three remain: faith, hope, and love—but the greatest of these is love.” 1 Corinthians 13:13 (CSB).
