Resurrection Sunday is indeed a celebration, but it is a celebration that garners a response from us as God’s people. | was recently
reminded of our necessary response while reading Paul’s second letter to the church at Corinth. In 2 Corinthians 5:17-20, Paul
states,

“Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation. The old has passed away; behold, the new has come. All this is
from God, who through Christ reconciled us to himself and gave us the ministry of reconciliation; that is, in Christ God
was reconciling the world to himself, not counting their trespasses against them, and entrusting to us the message of
reconciliation. Therefore, we are ambassadors for Christ, God making his appeal through us. We implore you on behalf
of Christ, be reconciled to God.”

At the cross, God made a way for us to be reconciled to Himself. And as He arose from the grave, Jesus ensured us the hope of
resurrection life. And we are right to celebrate this great gift! However, the deepest sense of joy comes not only from receiving
the gift of reconciliation; the deepest sense of joy comes from being God’s ambassadors through whom He reconciles others to
Himself.
