Take Home Truth: God is your good Creator. You can trust and live under His good authority.

Focus Passages: Please take time to read the entire first chapter of Genesis out loud
with your group from your own Bible. As you do, you can split it up into these sections -
Genesis 1:1-5 - Genesis 1:6-10 - Genesis 1:11-13 - Genesis 1:14-19 - Genesis 1:20-25 -
Genesis 1:26-31

Psalm 33:6-9 (NLT) 6 The LORD merely spoke, and the heavens were created. He breathed
the word, and all the stars were born. 7He assigned the sea its boundaries and locked the
oceans in vast reservoirs. 8Let the whole world fear the LORD, and let everyone stand in awe of
him. 9For when he spoke, the world began! It appeared at his command.

Colossians 1:15-16 (NLT) 15 Christ is the visible image of the invisible God. He existed before
anything was created and is supreme over all creation, 16 for through him God created
everything in the heavenly realms and on earth. He made the things we can see and the things
we can’t see— such as thrones, kingdoms, rulers, and authorities in the unseen world.
Everything was created through him and for him.

Psalm 150:6 (NLT) Let everything that breathes sing praises to the LORD! Praise the LORD!

Discussion Questions
1. When have you ever had a “wow” moment when being in God’s creation? Take a minute to
describe that moment - and how it affected your relationship with God.

2. God created the world out of nothing by divine command. This means that everything that is
made, exists because God chose to create it, and it is good because God is good. How does
that shape your view of God’s power, knowledge, and goodness?

3. God being our Creator means He has authority over us, He has the right to tell us what is
right and true and how to live our lives. It's easier said than done to live this truth. What makes it
so hard to surrender to God’s authority as our good Creator?

4. The only way to learn to trust God’s good authority in your life is by learning to trust that He
loves you. This was proven once and for all on the cross, when the God of the universe died in
your place to bring you into a relationship with Himself. How does God’s love for you unlock
your trust in His good authority in your life?

5. Singing the praises of our Creator is something fundamental to our existence as His creation.

How often do you sing praises to God? How can you engage more in singing His praises this
week?
