is driving His vengeance? What is Saul commanded to do? How would you feel if you 
were given a task like this?  

 
 

2. Who does Saul summon? How many people mustered? Why is Judah listed separately? 
What does Saul say to the Kenites? Why does he want to spare them? What happens to 
the Amalekites?  

 
 

3. What does Saul do with the king of the Amalekites? What does he do with the choice 
sheep? Why wouldn’t he follow God’s commands regarding the spoils of war? What does 
he do with the spoils that are of no value?  

 
 
 

4. How does God feel about Saul? Does God change His mind? Why or why not? Why is 
God upset with Saul? How does Samuel respond? Where does Samuel go the next day? 

 
 
 

5. What does Samuel learn about Saul? When Samuel finds Saul, how does Saul start the 
conversation? Why would he think he has done a good thing? Do we justify our actions 
even though they are wrong? 

 
 

6. What message does Samuel give Saul? Why would he state that Saul “once considered 
himself unimportant”? Why would Saul think that he had completed the mission God 
called him to? Who does he blame for taking the spoils? 

 
 

7. What does Samuel say about obedience? Why would God care so much about it? What is 
rebellion compared to?  

 
 
 

8. How does Saul respond to the rebuke he received from Samuel? What grim news does 
Samuel give him? What does Samuel say about regret? What does Saul ask Samuel to 
do?  

 
 

9. How does Agag act when he is summoned before Samuel? What does Samuel do? When 
is the next time that Samuel will see Saul?
