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Born Again
I have spent most of the last two years of my life helping people recognize that our identity is in our Messiah. In this world of threats about stolen identity, there is one identity that no one can steal – that is the identity given to us by God. He identifies us as His very own offspring. For our Heavenly Father God, when we receive Yeshua as our Savior, we are born again as a member of His royal family. Hallelujah!

What does this say about the life we now live? When we are born again, we receive a spiritual transfusion. It is no longer I that lives, but Christ, the Messiah, that lives within me.

Galatians 2:20 I have been crucified with Christ and I no longer live, but Christ lives in me. The life I now live in the body, I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave himself for me.
This does not require that I suffer as Yeshua did on the cross, because His loving sacrifice takes the place of my own physical death thereby granting me access to the Kingdom of God and all the rights thereof!

I suppose no one enters the Kingdom of God with any idea what God has given to us. How could we? The gift is beyond our comprehension. When we start living for God, our family tree is now rooted and grounded in Yeshua.

Who would have thought that we would receive a whole new identity? Or with this identity, we would be able to live in the realm of the Spirit?

Romans 8:9 You, however, are not in the realm of the flesh but are in the realm of the Spirit, if indeed the Spirit of God lives in you.
A journey through Ephesians 3 gives us a deeper appreciation of this mystery of God’s grace. The Lord uses Apostle Paul to reveal His plan for the restoration of humanity. Let’s visit this passage and see the plan of salvation and hear Paul’s gratitude for God’s gift of redemption.

Ephesians 3:14-19 For this reason I bow my knees to the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, from whom the whole family in heaven and earth is named, that He would grant you, according to the riches of His glory, to be strengthened with might through His Spirit in the inner man, that Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith; that you, being rooted and grounded in love, may be able to comprehend with all the saints what is the width and length and depth and height- to know the love of Christ which passes knowledge; that you may be filled with all the fullness of God.
As a measure of God’s love, He reveals our new identity and our family as His very own children. God dwells within us. We share the same spiritual heritage as Yeshua! This gift staggers the imagination. To begin to grasp the magnitude of God’s grace gift, is to be filled with awe. Words cannot contain it.

Perhaps Paul says it the best. 

Ephesians 3:20-21 Now to Him who is able to do exceedingly abundantly above all that we ask or think, according to the power that works in us, to Him be glory in the church by Christ Jesus to all generations, forever and ever. Amen.
I hope we are receiving this with some revelation of the awesomeness of our new identity. We are now to be looked upon as a full-on representative of the Son of God. This is our new identity. We are the fulfilled generations!

We are the Lord’s and He will have His way in us. The very lifeblood of “Majestic Glory” is the blood of Yeshua, the First Fruits of The Kingdom of God. We are born again! We too are First Fruits!

Romans 8:11 And if the Spirit of him who raised Jesus from the dead is living in you, he who raised Christ from the dead will also give life to your mortal bodies because of his Spirit who lives in you.
Indeed, the Kingdom of God is within. God not only dwells with us, He dwells within us, assuring us of our eternal identity as One with Him.
