While a feminist approach 
favors the use of Sophia, some may find the rhythm, or cadence, favors the use of Holy since Sophia involves 3 
syllables and Holy only 2 syllables.  Please choose Sophia or Holy as you prefer.

We ask your tenderness and protection for them; and, in caring for all 
immigrants, authorized or unauthorized, may we seek a world where no one is 
forced to leave their home, where all can live in freedom, dignity and peace.   

Finally, we pray for those refugees, asylum seekers or immigrants who have 
died this year in the custody of our government…May they find a permanent 
home in the womb of your Holy Love.  Amen.
