Sunday, November 4, 2018

Wednesday, November 7, 2018 

Talk to God: As you pray, thank God for those who build for God. 

Investigate God’s Word: Read Nehemiah, Chapters 1-3 

Meditate on God’s Word: What do you build for God? 

Embrace God’s Word: Build God’s world on Earth. 

  

Thursday, November 8, 2018 

Talk to God: As you pray to God, thank Him for those who help the poor. 

Investigate God’s Word: Read Nehemiah, Chapters 4-6 

Meditate on God’s Word: How did Nehemiah help the poor? How do you help the poor?  

Embrace God’s Word: Help the poor. 

  

Friday, November 9, 2018 

Talk to God: As you pray, thank God for His forgiveness of your sins. 

Investigate God’s Word: Read Nehemiah, Chapters 7-10 

Meditate on God’s Word: What sins do you need to confess to God? 

Embrace God’s Word: Praise God in all you do. Accept God’s forgiveness. 

  

Saturday, November 10, 2018 

Talk to God: As you pray, thank God for all He has given you. 

Investigate God’s Word: Read Nehemiah, Chapters 11-13 

Meditate on God’s Word: How do you want God to remember you? 

Embrace God’s Word: Do things worthy of God’s remembrance.
