MINISTRIES AT WAYSIDE

Children’s Ministry – Wayside Kids (infant–5th grade) exists to come alongside parents to provide a biblically-based, Christ-centered environment to faithfully plant and water the promises of the gospel in the hearts of children, trusting the Lord to provide the growth and saving faith in their lives. We encourage families to worship together, but we also have a nursery available for ages 3 and under. We have church-wide Bible studies on the first Wednesday of every month at 6:30pm, including two Bible studies for children.  To find out more information, please contact Sherry Moss. 

Youth Ministry – Wayside Youth Ministry exists to come alongside parents to assist them in the raising of their youth in the nurture and admonition of the Lord. We also want our youth to cultivate long-lasting, spiritual friendships in the Lord through Bible studies, prayer, and activities.  Girls and Guys Youth Bible Studies meet on the first Wednesday of every month at 6:30pm.  Friday Night Fellowship meets on the third Friday of every month at 6pm. Small Groups – Small groups meet for the purpose of fellowship, discussion, and prayer. These meet on the second and fourth weeks of the month. For more information about these groups or to join one, please contact Ken Harmon.

Women’s Ministry – The purpose of Wayside Women’s Ministry is to glorify God by equipping women to live out the biblical principles of womanhood within the gospel community of the church and to cultivate God-given gifts in multi-generational discipleship, encouragement, hospitality, and service. Men’s Ministry – The purpose of the Men’s Ministry is to glorify God by equipping men for a life of biblical manhood, expressed in a man’s responsibility to lead, provide, nurture, & protect.
