Past or P amo Paul’PnOgistdialdtter tdithg Romans contains the-
ological and spiritual direction for the congregations of Christians there whom he
had not met. The letter continues to be an important reference for our lives together
in congregations today.

Romans 14:7ff states we do not live to ourselves, and we do not die to our-
selves . .. Why do you pass judgment on your brother or sister? For we will all stand
before the judgment seat of God. . .so then, each of us will be accountable to God.
Let us therefore no longer pass judgment on one another, but resolve instead never
to put a stumbling block or hindrance in the way of another.

This focus on others is an essential teaching of the Apostle Paul. He under-
stood that in Christ, we have new identity. Our identity as individuals is superseded

LB? our membership in the Body of Christ. Thus, our discipleship is not merely a mat-
ter of personal choice or preference. Rather, we must grasp that it is the corporate
nature of the covenant which God initiates for us as the Body of Christ which allows
Bsfo follow Jesus. A recentbook, Wh'y it t akes a ¢ hunotesh
£hd the rite of baptism itself (which we United Methodists understand to be one of
two sacraments) requires the Body of Christ. We don’t hold so-called private bap-
tisms but rather always celebrate baptism within the boundaries of a worship service.
[There are exceptions for example, for the terminally ill]. Baptism brings us into the
fellowship of a Body which is guided by the Holy Spirit, which all are given. Jesus
Christ activated in us calls us to a radical way of living where we put the needs of the
whole, of the Body, before our individual needs.

The letter continues, Let us then pursue what makes of peace and for mutual
upbuilding. . . Each of us must please our neighbor for the good purpose of building
up the neighbor. . .

Paul knew from proclaiming the Gospel in a variety of places that this corpo-
rate life was not easy. He had to teach faithful Jews and pagans who had accepted
Jesus as Messiah. Both groups had to see thati n  C khey wesetnew creatures,
made equal regardless of their origin and responsible to one another as one family.

Every family has its disagreements but the hallmark of the faithfulistos t a y
at t h ellthbughlthk teble which God provides, according to Psalm 23, may be
in the presence of enemies, in Christ we recognize that God calls us to see our ene-
mies as neighbors. Moreover, since Jesus teaches us to love our neighbors, we can be
bold to invite the enemy/neighbor to sit in table fellowship with us. Jesus makes all
family. When we stay at the table, we admit that others are vital regardless of differ-
ences. For example, some like stuffing and some dressing. At God’s table, there is
room for both dishes. And, the table is big enough for all.

So let us live with the prayer of Paul—May the God of steadfastness and en-
couragement grant you to live in harmony with one another, in accordance with
Christ Jesus, so that together you may with one voice glorify the God and Father of
our Lord Jesus Christ.
