Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,
Pope’s Lenten message: Abstain from harsh words and rash judgement.

Ahead of the start of Lent, Pope Leo XIV invites Catholics to open ourselves to listening, fasting, and community,
urging us to abstain from words of hatred in order to make space for words of hope and peace.  By: Devin Watkins

“I would like to invite you to a very practical and frequently unappreciated form of abstinence: that of refraining from words
that offend and hurt our neighbor.”

Every journey of conversion, he said, begins by letting God’s word touch our hearts, so that we may renew our commitment
to follow Christ in the mystery of His saving passion, death, and resurrection.

“In the midst of the many voices present in our personal lives and in society,” he said, “Sacred Scripture helps us to recognize
and respond to the cry of those who are anguished and suffering.”

Christians, said the Pope, can cultivate inner openness to listening, as God does, by growing in awareness that the poor
challenge our lives and economic systems, as well as the Church.

Pope Leo XIV then turned to how fasting helps open us to the deep desire for justice, which he said frees us from
complacency.

“Precisely because it involves the body, fasting makes it easier to recognize what we ‘hunger’ for and what we deem
necessary for our sustenance,” he said. “Moreover, it helps us to identify and order our ‘appetites,” keeping our hunger and thirst for
justice alive”.

Fasting, he added, teaches us to govern our desire by purifying, freeing, and expanding it, in order to direct our desire toward
God and good deeds.

However, we must fast in faith, humility, and communion with the Lord, and not in a way that leads to pride, said the Pope,
adding that other forms of self-denial also lead to a more sober lifestyle.

Pope Leo then pointed to an under-appreciated form of abstinance, which is refraining from hurtful words.

“Let us begin by disarming our language, avoiding harsh words and rash judgement, refraining from slander and speaking
ill of those who are not present and cannot defend themselves,” he said. “Instead, let us strive to measure our words and cultivate
kindness and respect in our families, among our friends, at work, on social media, in political debates, in the media and in Christian
communities.”

If we do so, we will let words of hatred “give way to words of hope and peace.”

Pope Leo went on to emphasize the communal aspect of listening and fasting, which can be lived out in our parishes,
families, and religious communities.

By listening to the cry of the poor and setting our hearts on a path of conversion to Christ, we train our conscience and
improve the quality of our lives and relationships, he said.

“It means allowing ourselves to be challenged by reality and recognizing what truly guides our desires—both within our
ecclesial communities and as regards humanity’s thirst for justice and reconciliation.”

Pope Leo XIV concluded his 2026 Lenten Message with a call for Christian communities to become places where those who
suffer find welcome.

“Let us ask for the strength that comes from the type of fasting that also extends to our use of language,” he said, “so that
hurtful words may diminish and give way to a greater space for the voice of others.”

«Me gustaria invitaros a una forma de abstinencia muy practica y a menudo poco apreciada: la de abstenerse de palabras que
ofenden y hieren a nuestro projimo.

Todo camino de conversion, dijo, comienza dejando que la palabra de Dios toque nuestros corazones, para que podamos
renovar nuestro compromiso de seguir a Cristo en el misterio de su pasion salvadora, muerte y resurreccion.

«En medio de las muchas voces presentes en nuestras vidas personales y en la sociedad», dijo, «la Sagrada Escritura nos
ayuda a reconocer y responder al clamor de los que estan angustiados y sufren».

Los cristianos, dijo el Papa, pueden cultivar la apertura interior a la escucha, como lo hace Dios, creciendo en la conciencia
de que los pobres desafian nuestras vidas y nuestros sistemas econdmicos, asi como a la Iglesia.

El Papa Leon XIV paso6 luego a explicar como el ayuno nos ayuda a abrirnos al profundo deseo de justicia, que, segin €l, nos
libera de la complacencia.

«Precisamente porque involucra al cuerpo, el ayuno nos ayuda a reconocer mas facilmente lo que «ansiamos» y lo que
consideramos necesario para nuestro sustento», dijo. «Ademas, nos ayuda a identificar y ordenar nuestros «apetitos», manteniendo
vivo nuestro hambre y sed de justiciay.

El ayuno, afiadio, nos ensefa a gobernar nuestro deseo purificandolo, liberandolo y expandiéndolo, con el fin de dirigir
nuestro deseo hacia Dios y las buenas obras.

Sin embargo, debemos ayunar con fe, humildad y comunién con el Sefior, y no de una manera que conduzca al orgullo, dijo
el Papa, anadiendo que otras formas de abnegacion también conducen a un estilo de vida mas sobrio.

El Papa Le6n sefial6 entonces una forma de abstinencia poco apreciada, que es abstenerse de palabras hirientes.

«Comencemos por desarmar nuestro lenguaje, evitando palabras duras y juicios precipitados, absteniéndonos de calumniar y
hablar mal de quienes no estan presentes y no pueden defenderse», dijo. « En cambio, esforcémonos por medir nuestras palabras y
cultivar la amabilidad y el respeto en nuestras familias, entre nuestros amigos, en el trabajo, en las redes sociales, en los debates
politicos, en los medios de comunicacion y en las comunidades cristianasy.

Si lo hacemos, dejaremos que las palabras de odio «den paso a palabras de esperanza y pazy.

El papa Leodn continud enfatizando el aspecto comunitario de la escucha y el ayuno, que puede vivirse en nuestras parroquias,
familias y comunidades religiosas.

Al escuchar el clamor de los pobres y poner nuestro corazon en el camino de la conversion a Cristo, entrenamos nuestra
conciencia y mejoramos la calidad de nuestras vidas y relaciones, dijo.

«Significa permitirnos ser desafiados por la realidad y reconocer lo que realmente guia nuestros deseos, tanto dentro de
nuestras comunidades eclesiales como en lo que respecta a la sed de justicia y reconciliacion de la humanidady.

El papa Leon XIV concluy6 su mensaje de Cuaresma de 2026 con un llamamiento a las comunidades cristianas para que se
conviertan en lugares donde los que sufren se sientan bienvenidos.

«Pidamos la fuerza que proviene del tipo de ayuno que también se extiende a nuestro uso del lenguaje», dijo, «para que las palabras
hirientes disminuyan y den paso a un mayor espacio para la voz de los demas».
