November 1: All Saints Day
This year (2025) it is not a Holy Day of Obligation.

All Saints' Day is a solemn holy day of the Catholic Church celebrated annually on November 1. The day
is dedicated to the saints of the Church, that is, all those who have attained heaven. It should not be
confused with All Souls' Day, which is observed on November 2, and is dedicated to those who have died
and not yet reached heaven.

All Saints' Day was formally started by Pope Boniface IV, who consecrated the Pantheon at Rome to the
Virgin Mary and all the Martyrs on May 13 in 609 AD. Boniface IV also established All Souls' Day,
which follows All Saints.

The choice of the day may have been intended to co-opt the pagan holiday "Feast of the Lamures," a day
which pagans used to placate the restless spirits of the dead.

The holy day was eventually established on November 1 by Pope Gregory III in the mid-eighth century as
a day dedicated to the saints and their relics. The May 13 celebration was subsequently abandoned.

Following the establishment of the Frankish Empire, and following the reign of Charlemagne, the holy
day, which was already celebrated on November 1, became a holy day of obligation by decree of Pope
Gregory IV and Louis the Pious, who was king over a portion of Charlemagne's former empire.
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1 de noviembre: Dia de Todos los Santos
Este aiio (2025) no es dia de precepto.

El Dia de Todos los Santos es un dia sagrado solemne de la Iglesia Catélica que se celebra anualmente el
1 de noviembre. El dia est4 dedicado a los santos de la Iglesia, es decir, a todos los que han alcanzado el
cielo. No debe confundirse con el Dia de Todas las Almas, que se observa el 2 de noviembre, y esta
dedicado a aquellos que han muerto y atin no han llegado al cielo.

El Dia de Todos los Santos fue iniciado formalmente por el Papa Bonifacio IV, quien consagroé el Pante6n
en Roma a la Virgen Maria y a todos los Martires el 13 de mayo de 609 DC. Bonifacio IV también
establecio el Dia de Todas las Almas, que sigue a Todos los Santos.

La eleccion del dia puede haber tenido la intencién de cooptar la fiesta pagana "Fiesta de los Lamures",
un dia que los paganos solian aplacar a los inquietos espiritus de los muertos.

El dia santo fue establecido finalmente el 1 de noviembre por el Papa Gregorio III a mediados del siglo
VIII como un dia dedicado a los santos y sus reliquias. La celebracion del 13 de mayo fue posteriormente
abandonada.

Después del establecimiento del Imperio franco, y después del reinado de Carlomagno, el dia santo, que
ya se celebro el 1 de noviembre, se convirtié en un dia sagrado de obligacion por decreto del papa
Gregorio IV y de Luis el Piadoso, que era rey de una parte del antiguo imperio de Carlomagno.
