But when we lean on God’s 
power and his strength we are able to continue to live and thrive, not just 
survive. Many of the trees were old trees, growing strong and tall. This 
is the way we can live with the power of God in us. He gives us the life 
and strength we need. 2 Corinthians 12.9, “But he said to me, ‘My grace 

is sufficient for you, for my power is made perfect in weakness.’”  

And so, as we continue to live in rocky times, let us hold on to the strength and power of 
God. Let us gain our life from him. Let us stand tall and firm in the grace he gives us. Let 
us be a witness to his strength in all circumstances.
