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It would be an understatement to say that we are having a “stellar” time this week at Bible School. The 
organization and execution by Sue Mayle and all of the volunteers is fantastic. It has been great to see all 
of the children, youth, and adult participants. What a great outreach and opportunity to share the love, life, 
and “light” of Jesus with them all. That is the theme, “Shine Jesus’ Light.” Each day had a different 
emphasis:  
 Day 1 When life feels dark, shine Jesus’ light. 
 Day 2 When people don’t get along, shine Jesus’ light. 
 Day 3 When good things happen, shine Jesus’ light. 
 Day 4 When people are sad, shine Jesus’ light. 
 Day 5 When people need help, shine Jesus’ light. 
 
We have had a great time studying these in the Adult class. But since the last night will be a little different 

and therefore there will be no adult class on Day 
5, Thursday night, I thought our devotion for this 
week would center on the theme of the last night, 
when people need help, shine Jesus’ light.  The 
key Bible verse that goes with this is from Jesus’ 
Sermon on the Mount, Matthew 5.16, “Let your 
good deeds shine…so that everyone will 
praise your heavenly Father.” 
 

The Bible makes it very clear that we are not saved by doing good works or deeds. However, this does 
not mean that there is no place for good deeds in the life of Christ followers. Rather, we learn from many 
places that we are to do good deeds as a response of thanksgiving for the goodness that God has given 
to us in salvation.  This verse from Matthew 5, provides for us the ultimate purpose and motivation for 
doing good deeds.  It is not so we will feel good. It is not so that we will be praised. The help that we give 
the person in our good deed, although important is not the primary purpose. Instead, we do good deeds 
to help others so that they will praise God so that they will thank him so that they will come to have a 
relationship with him. If we help someone out of poverty, their life has been improved, but if they still don’t 
know Jesus, what have they really gained? 
 
Therefore, “when people need help, shine Jesus’ light,” so that they will praise and give glory to God 
and be saved.
