This of 
course is a positive picture.   

 
This past week we have seen some horrific pictures 
from California and Nevada of the dangerous power 
of water as the residents there sought to survive the 
major flooding caused by Hurricane Hilary.  How the 
water just moves anything in its way, taking it with it 
or simply destroying it, is amazing and very scary. 

Water can erode roads, bridges, tear down houses and other buildings, create mudslides, and 
much more damage.   
 
There is another water though, a spiritual water that is even more powerful. That water is the 
Living Water of the Holy Spirit. John 4.13-14, “Jesus answered, “Everyone who drinks this 
water will be thirsty again, but whoever drinks the water I give him will never thirst. Indeed, 
the water I give him will become in him a spring of water welling up to eternal life.”  And 
then, John 8.37-39, “Jesus stood and said in a loud voice, “If anyone is thirsty, let him come 
to me and drink. Whoever believes in me, as the Scripture has said, streams of living water 
will flow from within him.” By this, he meant the Spirit, whom those who believed in him 
were later to receive.”  Everyone who in faith believes in Jesus is saved and receives this living 
water, the Holy Spirit. Receiving means that He lives in us. The Holy Spirit is God. Therefore, we 
have the power of God living in us at all times. With the power of God at our disposal at all times 
there are all kinds of amazing things we can do. The reason we don’t do many of things is because 
we do not always completely surrender to him as the master of our lives and we continue to allow 
our selfish, sinful nature to get in the way.  
 
The joy is because we do have this living water, we also have eternal life. This means that 
although we still struggle in this life with sin, we know that when Christ comes again we will be 
changed into a new life and will live with God and all Christ followers forever. That is truly powerful.
