BATTLE ZONE: “Shout of Victory”

“So let’s not get tired of doing what is good. At just the right time we will
reap a harvest of blessing if we don’t give up.” — Galatians 6:9

Joshua 6

- Who was the leader of the Israelite Army?

- What city did God tell Joshua to destroy?

- How many times did Joshua and the army march around the wall
on the last day?

- What happened to the walls of Jericho when the Israelites

shouted?

We are often faced with difficult, and even impossible,
circumstances. Sometimes, the enemy, Satan, tries to trick us
and make us feel discouraged when we’re faced with those tough
times. Sometimes he will try to make us think God isn’t able to or
doesn’t want to help us out.
