Uncluttered Hope: Clearing Space for God’s Promise! (Part 1)   - Going Deeper Questions
Sunday, November 30, 2025

Question #1: Mary was in the middle of her ordinary life when God showed up. What does that tell you about how and when God often speaks? What are some of the “noisy” or “cluttered” areas of your life that might make it hard to recognize God’s voice? 

Question #2: How do you see God trying to get your attention in your “everyday life” right now? What practical steps could help you pause and listen for Him this week?


Question #3: Mary didn’t deny God’s message; she just didn’t understand how it could happen. Can you recall a time when you trusted God even though you didn’t understand His plan? What happened as a result? What kinds of fears tend to crowd out your hope the most? How can your faith (even if small) make room for God to move in that area today?


Question #4: What worry or fear has been taking up too much space in your heart lately?
How can you practically “exchange” that worry for God’s Word? (Consider finding a verse to stand on this week.) What would uncluttered hope look like in your home, relationships, or work right now? What’s one area of your life where you need to “make room” for God’s promise to take root?

Question #5:  What are some things that might be cluttering your heart this season? What’s one tradition, expectation, or obligation you may need to declutter so you can make room for Jesus? What’s one thing you could let go of to make more space for peace, prayer, or simply being still before God?


Question #6: How could believing that truth change the way you face it this week?
How can you intentionally share hope with someone who feels hopeless this Christmas?


Challenge: 
1. Set aside a few minutes each day to pause — no phone, no noise, just space to breathe and pray. Ask God to fill that space with His presence and hope.
2. Write down one fear that’s been crowding your heart. Then write Luke 1:37 beside it. Pray that verse each day this week and declare God’s promise over that fear..
3. Find one person who needs encouragement. Send a text, make a call, or pray with them. When you share hope, you make room for Christ to work through you.
