Parish Education and Preschool Report: The Playground
Grant project is complete. Enrollment 9 Full-time, 4 Part-
time. Confirmation: 5 students. Jill has stepped down as
Admin of Preschool while Pastor David Hardin has been
asked by Council to take over the admin duties.

Properties Report, Dale Crisp: Now is the season for tree
trimming and bats eviction. Paint quote of $10k pending.
Due to the new fencing, the sprinkler lines need to be fixed,
plus many valves leaking. Sprinklers can be turned off
during the rainy season. Courtyard sidewalk seams need to
be filled/leveled. 7 bulbs are out in church. Discussed the
garden plot maintenance with volunteers.

Elder’s Report, Andrew Hall: Advent scheduled. Search
continues for vacant Elder’s slots. Regarding 2026 proposed
budget, a 2.5% COLA was recommended by the District for
