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Dear First Baptist Family,

Samuel Chadwick wrote the following on the power of a praying church and the 
weakness of one that is not praying:

Satan dreads nothing but prayer…The Church that lost its Christ was full of good 
works. Activities are multiplied that meditation may be ousted, and organizations are 
increased that prayer may have no chance. Souls may be lost in good works, as
surely as in evil ways. The one concern of the devil is to keep the saints from praying. 
He fears nothing from prayerless studies, prayerless work, prayerless religion. He 
laughs at our toil, mocks at our wisdom, but trembles when we pray.

I wonder if you would do me a favor. Would you go back and read that statement 
again? Would you read it very deliberately, very attentively, and very carefully? 
Would you read it and pause at each period, letting the sentence that you just read 
hang in the air around you until it finally settles down into your mind and then into 
your heart? Would you ask the Lord whether or not what Chadwick has written here 
is true?

In June, we will be hitting pause on the gospel of Luke sermon series and turning 
our attention to this great question: Can we become, as God intended, a house of 
prayer? And again: What would God do in and among and through us if we gave 
ourselves over to intensive, faithful, bold, daring, reckless prayer? How might He 
change us as individuals and as a church? 

Satan trembles when we pray, which is why he works so hard to make sure we don’t.

Church, let’s make Satan tremble.

Let’s beseech the God of Heaven to work a miraculous work in His church.
