Our Outreach: 
To carry out our ministry of deed, Trinity LES has a separately incorporated non-profit program, Trinity’s 
Services And Food for the Homeless (also known as SAFH, pronounced “safe”) which operates a soup 
kitchen, food pantry, and offers connections to other services. Between 150-250 meals are served each day, 
and around 30-40 families are given groceries from our pantry Monday through Friday. Volunteers are always 
needed.

PRESERVICE MUSIC  
 
 
ADORNING THE CROSS  
 
The rough, dead, thorny, barren cross at the front of our church is the symbol of Jesus’ execution at the hands 
of the Romans. But Jesus’ life shows us that this cross is also the symbol of:  

the poor choking on injustice, 
the migrant, overworked and under-welcomed, 
the bullied, tied up in knots of fear, anger, and self-loathing  
those imprisoned for trivialities, or imprisoned wrongly,  
the workers on whose backs fortunes are made, 
the sexually abused, exploited, confused, repressed, 
the animals, forests, oceans, lakes, and streams overrun by human ignorance and greed. 
  

But today more than any other day we remember: that God raised life up after people had used this dead, 
thorny, barren tool to do their worst, that the bone-grinding machines of this world could not overcome the 
love of God, that hell itself—damnation and divine judgment—couldn’t contain the life of God’s spirit.  

 
As a gesture or ritual of this hope, an image of change, a pledge of reform, a seed of faith, a whisper of the 
resurrection, you are invited to take a few flowers and fill this death-ridden cross, and all the injustice it 
represents, with fragile life. Take a flower, find a way to work it into the crevices of the cross, before we begin 
worship.

+  HOLY BAPTISM  + 
 

PRESENTATION 
 
God, who is rich in mercy and love, gives us a new birth into a living hope through the 
sacrament of baptism. By water and the Word God delivers us from sin and death and 
raises us to new life in Jesus Christ. We are united with all the baptized in the one body of 
Christ, anointed with the gift of the Holy Spirit, and joined in God's mission for the life of 
the world. 
 
Sponsors for each candidate, in turn, present the candidates: 
I present  name  for baptism. 
 
The presiding minister addresses parents or others who bring for baptism children who are not able to answer 
for themselves: 
Called by the Holy Spirit, trusting in the grace and love of God, do you desire to have your 
children baptized into Christ? 
Response: I do. 
 
As you bring your children to receive the gift of baptism, you are entrusted with 
responsibilities: 

to live with them among God's faithful people, 
bring them to the word of God and the holy supper, 
teach them the Lord's Prayer, the Creed, and the Ten Commandments, 
place in their hands the holy scriptures, 
and nurture them in faith and prayer, 
so that your children may learn to trust God, 
proclaim Christ through word and deed, 
care for others and the world God made, 
and work for justice and peace. 

Do you promise to help your children grow in the Christian faith and life? 
Response: I do. 
 
The presiding minister addresses sponsors: 
Sponsors, do you promise to nurture these persons in the Christian faith as you are 
empowered by God's Spirit, and to help them live in the covenant of baptism and in 
communion with the church? 
Response: I do. 
The presiding minister addresses the assembly: 



People of God, do you promise to support  name/s  and pray for them in their new life in 
Christ? 
We do. 
 
PROFESSION OF FAITH 
 
I ask you to profess your faith in Christ Jesus, reject sin, and confess the faith of the 
church. 
 
Do you renounce the devil and all the forces that defy God? 
I renounce them. 
 
Do you renounce the powers of this world that rebel against God? 
I renounce them. 
 
Do you renounce the ways of sin that draw you from God? 
I renounce them. 
 
Do you believe in God the Father? 
I believe in God, the Father almighty, 

creator of heaven and earth. 
 

Do you believe in Jesus Christ, the Son of God? 
I believe in Jesus Christ, God’s only Son, our Lord, 

who was conceived by the Holy Spirit, 
born of the virgin Mary, 
suffered under Pontius Pilate, 
was crucified, died, and was buried; 
he descended to the dead. 
On the third day he rose again; 
he ascended into heaven, 
he is seated at the right hand of the Father, 
and he will come to judge the living and the dead. 
 

Do you believe in God the Holy Spirit? 
I believe in the Holy Spirit, 

the holy catholic church, 
the communion of saints, 



the forgiveness of sins, 
the resurrection of the body, 
and the life everlasting. 

 
THANKSGIVING AT THE FONT 
 
The Lord be with you. 
And also with you. 
Let us give thanks to the Lord our God. 
It is right to give our thanks and praise. 
 
Blessed are you, O God, maker and ruler of all things. Your voice thundered over the 
waters at creation. You water the mountains and send springs into the valleys to refresh 
and satisfy all living things. 
 
Through the waters of the flood you carried those in the ark to safety. Through the sea 
you led your people Israel from slavery to freedom. In the wilderness you nourished them 
with water from the rock, and you brought them across the river Jordan to the promised 
land. 
 
By the baptism of his death and resurrection, your Son Jesus has carried us to safety and 
freedom. The floods shall not overwhelm us, and the deep shall not swallow us up, for 
Christ has brought us over to the land of promise. He sends us to make disciples, baptizing 
in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit. 
 

Pour out your Holy Spirit; wash away sin in this cleansing water; clothe the baptized with 
Christ; and claim your daughters and sons, no longer slave and free, no longer male and 
female, but one with all the baptized in Christ Jesus, who lives and reigns with you in the 
unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, now and forever. 
Amen. 
 
BAPTISM 
 
The presiding minister baptizes each candidate. 
 Name , I baptize you in the name of the Father, 
and of the Son, 
and of the Holy Spirit. 
Amen. 
 



The presiding minister continues: 
Let us pray. 
We give you thanks, O God, that through water and the Holy Spirit you give your 
daughters and sons new birth, cleanse them from sin, and raise them to eternal life. 
Laying both hands on the head of each of the newly baptized, the minister prays for each: 
Sustain  name  with the gift of your Holy Spirit: the spirit of wisdom and understanding, the 
spirit of counsel and might, the spirit of knowledge and the fear of the Lord, the spirit of 
joy in your presence, both now and forever. 
Amen. 
 
The presiding minister marks the sign of the cross on the forehead of each of the baptized.  
 Name , child of God, you have been sealed by the Holy Spirit and marked with the cross of 
Christ forever. 
Amen. 
 
WELCOME 
 
A lighted candle is given to each of the newly baptized. 
Let your light so shine before others 
that they may see your good works 
and glorify your Father in heaven. 
 
The ministers and the baptismal group face the assembly.  
Let us welcome the newly baptized. 
We welcome you into the body of Christ and into the mission we share: 
join us in giving thanks and praise to God 
and bearing God's creative and redeeming word to all the world. 
 
The baptismal group returns to their places. 
 
PRAYERS OF INTERCESSION 
 

Trusting in the power of Christ’s resurrection to heal and redeem our broken world, let us 
pray for the needs of all creation. 

Risen Savior, you have conquered death and opened the gates of everlasting life. Dispel 
our doubts and fears and renew our faith and hope in you. Merciful God, 
receive our prayer. 



Life-giving God, the created world rejoices in Christ’s victory over death. May all the earth 
be renewed by the light of Jesus’ resurrection, and may we be faithful stewards of all you 
have made. Merciful God, 
receive our prayer. 
 
Sovereign God, let the nations acknowledge your reign of justice and truth. Where 
violence, oppression, and corruption hold sway, pour out your holy and life-giving Spirit to 
transform and redeem. Merciful God, 
receive our prayer. 
 
Gentle Shepherd, like the women at the empty tomb, many grieve or feel lost and afraid. 
Draw near to those who are ill or in pain, especially those we name before you now, aloud 
or in the silence of our hearts… Reveal yourself to them as the Risen One. Merciful God, 
receive our prayer. 
 
Faithful God, we thank you for the living hope you give us through Christ’s resurrection. 
Bless this community, that we may boldly proclaim Christ’s victory over death in word and 
deed. Merciful God, 
receive our prayer. 
 
Eternal One, we give thanks for all who have died and now share in the joy of your 
resurrection. Bring us, with them, to the unending feast of your victory. Merciful God, 
receive our prayer.
