The method of exploration is
through our ancestors in the
faith: Abel, Noah, Abraham
and Sarah, Isaac, Jacob and
Esau, Joseph, Moses, and
Rahab.

— Why does the author of
Hebrews name these?

— What is the evidence of
their faith?

— How is their faith in God
expressed in their lives?

As we explore the stories of
these, our ancestors in the
faith, we explore our own

stories, too, at both worship

services.

that 4 adults and 2 children have been baptized at the 11:00 am
worship service?

that Holy Communion is celebrated on the first Sunday of the
month and once a quarter on the third Sunday at the 11:00 am
worship service?

that there are people who attend both services most Sundays?

that the message at the 11:00 am worship service is different than
at 9:30 am?

that the message at the 11:00 am worship service is often a
conversation?

that there are often 3-5 children at the 11:00 am worship service
on the third Sunday?

that the music in the 11:00 am worship service is sometimes soft
and reflective and sometimes a little louder and you just can’t help
but clap along?

that the message at the 11:00 am worship service is sometimes
illustrated with a really cool video?

that there are puzzles and word searches on the tables every week
at the 11:00 am worship service?

that we are trying to think of a name for the 11:00 am worship
service that’s a little shorter?

that the casual and friendly atmosphere of the 11:00 am worship
service makes it an easy service to invite a friend or neighbor to?

Where Two or More Are Gathered in His Name

Where two or more are gathered in Jesus’ name,
he is there among them (Matthew 18:20). Isn’t
that an awesome feeling?

There are many ways that our church
encourages two or more to gather, and when
they do, God is with them. While this scripture
can apply to our homes and other places, it is in
our worship services that I see this so very
clearly.

[ am so thankful that our church offers a variety
of worship opportunities. I enjoy attending the
9:30 am worship service for its more traditional
service setting, hearing the Pastor’s message,
listening to the Gospel, and singing hymns. But I
also enjoy staying for the 11:00 am worship
service in the Fellowship Hall each week. I like
that it is a more relaxed worship service with an
interactive message from Pastor Pat where we
can share discussion points and sing praise
songs with the praise band.

In addition to both of those weekly services, our
church offers yet another choice of worship in
the third Sunday service. In this service we have
an amazing opportunity not only to receive and
offer the word of God, but also to provide a full
breakfast to all who attend.

This service is filled with praise music, and also
often has skits or videos to help illustrate Pastor
Pat’s message. We offer communion quarterly
at this service where we are able to share in
fellowship with those we know and those who
are visiting, and can reach across the table and
help another begin their relationship with Jesus
as we rebuild our own relationship with him.

In many ways the worship and meal we share at
this service reminds me of how Jesus reclined at
the table with his friends, took the bread and
blessed it, broke it, and shared it with them.
(Luke 24:30). He was there with those
gathered, just as he is here with each of us
as we gather. He is there in those who
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prepare the meal for the breakfast service; he is
there in the music, the children’s activities, the
Agape cart, and in the conversations between
strangers as they become new friends. He is
there in the word of God that Pastor Pat shares
for all of us to hear.

The congregation at the third Sunday service is
the largest of all three services that we offer.
And it’s more than just a free meal. It’s a time for
each person who attends to hear the word of
God and to feel God’s love through others. It’s a
time to grow as disciples and begin to feel closer
to Christ. This service holds the same value for
each family or individual who attends as the
service you attend each week holds for you. And
each month I see the love of Jesus in the face of
everyone in this service. I hear him speak to
each person in the silence as we all listen to the
message. And [ hear our united love for God as
we all share in the Lord’s Prayer together.

We have made new friends. We have heard the
laughter of babies and seen the love of many
children. Most importantly, as in all worship
services and in all we do, we are growing in love
of God and neighbor, making disciples of Jesus
Christ, and serving others. Everything we do, we
do in the name of Christ. If you haven’t had an
opportunity to attend the third Sunday worship
service, | invite you and encourage you to come
and see. Come and see the love of God at work

in our church and in the lives of others.

Our second Joyful Noise! music camp, to be
held on August 22-25, is now just weeks away!
['m thankful for a good number of folks who
have stepped forward to help. We have lots of
returning staff, and some new faces as well. All
of us look forward to reaching out to our
community in the name of Christ, using music
and our caring hospitality to share God's love.

The camp is open to children/youth
entering grades 2-8 this fall. Flyers
and registration forms are available
in the church office, and I hope you
will do all you can to share these
with friends and neighbors or just
post the flyer at your favorite
Noise! restaurant, bank, or business! But
remember, nothing beats a personal invitation
- that's been proven time and time again. You
are also invited to come to the short music
camp program at 12:15 pm on Thursday,
August 25. A sanctuary filled with children and
parents will give you the opportunity to reach
out to those you may not know.

Joyful Noise! music camp is just one of many
diverse ways we attempt to offer entry points
into the fellowship, worship, and service of our
church, and ultimately a closer relationship
with God. Long gone is the time when a church
could simply count on a steady stream of new
people just walking into the front doors on a
Sunday morning. Going to church today is far
from the accepted cultural norm it was not so
long ago. Instead a congregation needs to work
harder than ever to provide new entry points
for people to come to know God's love through
the worship, fellowship, and service that only a
church can provide.

One such entry point this church has provided
for some time now is an 11:00 am service quite
different in style from the 9:30 am service. In
my opinion, our unique 11:00 am service is

one of the most underutilized efforts of our
church's many ministries. There are many
unchurched folks, or even previously churched
folks, who would be intimidated to set foot in
our sanctuary or who might not care for the
liturgy, music, and preaching we do at the 9:30
am service. So having such a contrasting
service at 11:00 am provides us with an
amazing opportunity to invite unchurched
folks to a less formal, less threatening
atmosphere. The 11:00 am service has a bit
less structure and is less "churchy"”, it is
generally more informal and interactive, and it
includes music that sounds a little more like
the popular music most folks listen to these
days.

If there's some person or a family you know
that you'd like to invite to church but you're
not sure they would appreciate or respond to
your invitation to our 9:30 am service, then the
11:00 am service might be just the right thing
for them. Even though you personally may not
prefer the alternative style, because you're
committed to encouraging unchurched people
to experience God's love, you can invite them
and attend this service with them trusting God
to lead the process further. Let's begin to see
this service more for what it is intended to be -
another of several ways to bring people into a
relationship with God.

Statistically only 2% of a typical congregation
actually invites others to activities at their
churches. As sad as that is, [ pray you'll commit
yourself to at least being part of that 2% (or
maybe even raising that statistic!) and decide
to personally invite people to attend either
service or another church function. And let's
all especially reconsider the great potential our
unique 11:00 am service can play in bringing
people into a relationship with God.
