     Rev. Fr. Rijo Jose is a priest of the Congregation of Carmelites of Mary 
Immaculate (CMI). He joined the CMI Religious Order in 2000 and began 
his journey of religious formation while pursuing his studies in Kerala, 
India. 

     He completed his philosophical studies at Dharmaram Vidya 
Kshetram, Bangalore, earning a Bachelor of Philosophy degree. After a 

year of pastoral experience at a mission station in India, he continued his theological 
formation at Samanvaya Theological College. Fr. Rijo was ordained to the priesthood on 
January 1, 2015. 

     Following his ordination, he earned a Bachelor of Education (B.Ed.) and a Master of Social 
Work (MSW). He then served as a missionary in Assam, in northeastern India, where he was 
actively involved in pastoral ministry and social outreach. 

     In January 2020, Fr. Rijo came to Canada and began serving in the Archdiocese of Toronto 
as an Associate Pastor. From 2020 to 2023, he ministered at St. John Vianney Parish in Barrie 
and Guardian Angels Parish in Orillia, accompanying parishioners through sacramental, 
pastoral, and community life. 

     From June 2023 to May 2026, he served as Associate Pastor at Mary Mother of God 
Parish in Oakville in the Diocese of Hamilton. 

     Fr. Rijo now begins a new chapter of ministry in the Archdiocese of Edmonton. We 
warmly welcome him to our parish community and pray that God will bless his priestly 
ministry as he continues to serve Christ and His Church with dedication, faith, and joy.

Due to FOIP related protocol amendments 
with Alberta Health Services (AHS), patients 
in hospital must be registered as Catholic 
and have digitally signed consent to 
receive visits from their faith community 
coordinated by Spiritual Health 
Practitioners. If the patient is unable to sign, 
a family member may do so on their behalf. 
Without signed consent, the in-hospital 
Spiritual Health Practitioner cannot contact 
the clergy on-call. 

Regardless of the new AHS protocols, 
patients and families may still make private 
arrangements for a priest/deacon to visit.

If you spend $600/month on groceries, buy $600 
each month of grocery gift cards.
