Outgiving God – 2 Corinthians 9:6-8 
 
Giving in the Old Testament was centered on the tithe. 
 
The first offering in Scripture came from Cain and Abel. Genesis 4:3-5 
 

§ Cain presented some of his produce, Abel presented the firstborn 
of his flock. 

 
§ The Lord looked with favor upon Abel’s offering. 

 
Abram gave the first tithe – to Melchizedek, the first priest in Scripture. 

Genesis 14:18-20 
 
Tithing is prescribed in the Law – if someone doesn’t tithe, they must 

add 20% to the amount. Leviticus 27:30-32 
 
 
In the New Testament giving is centered on our attitude.  
 

o Jesus affirmed tithing in Matthew 23:23 – He focused on the 
attitude of our giving. 

 
o Abraham is commended for His tithe in Hebrews 7:1-10 

 
Only Jesus and Melchizedek are identified as a King-Priest. He was the 

king of Salem, which is the city of Jerusalem. 
 
His priesthood had nothing to do with ancestry or descent – therefore it 

continues forever, Melchizedek had a divine appointment to the 
priesthood. 

 
Christians don’t give to get. We seek a return, but not from man.  
 

• Our treasure is in Christ. 
• We invest in good works for the Kingdom of God. 

 
Giving reveals where our heart is – money reveals our treasure.
