          How do you quantify the success of a mission 

trip? As many of you know, my wife recently led a 

medical mission trip to Costa Rica. Our team            

included three doctors, three nurses, and several 

support personnel. Over a three -day period they 

treated over 140 patients. Iõve tried to quantify the 

contribution that this incredible team made to the 

people of Puerto Viejo, Costa Rica.  

       When word got out that KFUMC was leading a medical mission, 

people in our community donated over $7,000 of medications and 

supplies. The medical folks on the trip contributed around $28,000 of 

medical care. In total, hundreds of volunteer hours were logged at 

the clinic. From setting up the clinic for use to checking in patients 

and from cleaning instruments to taking out the trash, your medical 

mission team jumped in and served with humility and love.  

      Even when you put it in financial terms, it still doesnõt allow you to 

completely quantify the gift that the medial team offered to the  

people of Costa Rica.  Between exams, prayers were offered for         

patients and team members alike. Hugs were offered to people who 

were sick and hurting. When parents came in, their children played 

soccer with our volunteers, and their babies were bounced on our 

knees. Lasting friendships were established, and a new partnership 

was formed.  

      KFUMC should be so proud of the incredible work being done on 

Christõs behalf. Together, our church is fulfilling Jesusõ Great              

Commission. Your love and support of your neighbor is a powerful

God Glimpses :  My Prayer Life  by Linda Parsons  
      I always prayed privately and silently.  ButéI thought my Heavenly Father was 

only available during a big messy crisis. I thought I was in control of the small daily 

tasks. Juggling wife duties, being a mom to my two daughters, teacher plans, and 

being a caretaker for my parents took up space in my brain daily. The role reversal 

of taking care of my mom and dad was difficult. I hated making life decisions for 

my elderly parents.  

      One Saturday I needed to move my parents to another local care facility. 

When I visited on Friday night before the move, I found my dad (with Alzheimers) in 

bed acting like a stubborn toddler not wanting to deal with change. Early           

Saturday morning I pleaded with God to take over. I turned my parents over to 

Him. I felt defeated and weary. That morning I knocked at their apartment door 

and announced, óRise and shine. It is moving day!ó  I was shocked to see my dad           

sitting on the side of his bed with a smile spread across his face. Hmmméwhy had  

I not asked for Godõs help before that moment? 

      One of my favorite God Glimpses dealing with prayer happened on my grand-

daughterõs birthday. My son-in-law, Austin, called in the early hours of the          

morning to let me know that Laura was in the hospital in labor in Maryland. Whatõs 

a grandmother to do? I collapsed on the living room couch and had a chat with 

God. I thanked him for my many blessings and asked him to watch over my          

children during the birth of Collins.  After a while I decided to add a small post-

script to my prayer.  I asked for his help to sell my small house at Lake LBJ. I didnõt 

enjoy going there since my husband  Bob had died suddenly. I didnõt want to list it. 

I just wanted someone to walk up to the door and tell me they wanted to buy it.  

      I worked on laundry and cleaned house waiting for an update. Suddenly, 

around 10 am the phone rang. A womanõs voice said, óLinda, my husband and I 

have been walking by the deck of your lake house. I know it isnõt on the market 

but wondered if you might want to sell it.ó My jaw dropped open. I told her she 

was an answer to prayer. (What a God Glimpse!)  

      My prayer life has changed over the years. One of my friends at Bible study 

mentioned that she prayed for everythingéeven parking places. I embarked on a 

new prayer path. When I sit in my car or on a plane, I say a prayer for safe travels.   

Before a doctorõs appointment, I pray for the physicianõs wisdom. I pray about the 

words that God gives me to comfort a friend.  

      I read a saying one time that stated, óA day hemmed in prayer rarely unrav-

els.ó As for me, I also know now that our Heavenly Father wants to have conversa-

tions about the smallest detail of our lives.  Sometimes He even gives a God 

glimpse to reassure us that He hears our needs and sends help.
