Into The Rainforest Reading Club continues through July 22! Our kids have read over 1000 
books so far! Check out the wall behind the office doors to see our “monkeys” progress!
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This summer our staff and interns are reading Landscapes of the Soul by Cyd and 
Geoff Holsclaw. The premise of the book is: The way we learned to connect with our 
families when we were young often shapes the way we connect with God. 
If you experienced security, love, and trust in your family relationships, you will likely 
find it easier to experience God in those same ways. But if your family life was marked 
by anxiety, avoidance, conflict, or tension, those patterns can also influence your 
relationship with God. 
The encouraging news is that those patterns do not to define us forever. As adults, we 
can choose a different path. Through the work of the Holy Spirit, we can recognize 
unhealthy patterns, pursue healing, and learn to find joy and security in our 
relationships—with both God and others. 
These ideas have inspired our next sermon series, Finding Family. Over five weeks, we 
will explore what the Bible teaches about parenting and marriage. Our goal is to 
challenge and encourage one another to make Spirit-led changes that helps us connect 
more deeply with our families and, ultimately, with God. 
We hope you’ll join us as we discover together what it means to be a family that reflects 
God’s love.
