“Milestones”

For many local families, May and June are months to celebrate the reaching of milestones.
Foremost among these are the college, high school and middle school graduation ceremonies
that schools hold. I’ve worked with enough of our young people to realize that graduating
means different things to different students. Some are excited, others relieved, and still others
find themselves wondering what all the fuss is about. Whatever the students approach, family
and friends from the community gather for openhouses that celebrate their accomplishments.

With the passing of time, I’ve come to realize that there is something far more important than
simply reaching a milestone itself, regardless of whether that milestone is a graduation,
confirmation, wedding anniversary, or birthday. And that is to be able to look back over the
years, and the path that one has taken in reaching that milestone, and recognizing God’s pres-
ence with us, sustaining us and supporting us in times of difficulty, and quietly rejoicing with
us in times of good. Indeed, sometimes it is only in retrospect that we are able to recognize
that God actually was with us during what seemed like a dark period, when at the time we
felt abandoned and alone.

Those are the times when clinging to the promises found in scripture can be so important.
Writing to the church at Rome, a church already experiencing persecution, the Apostle Paul
offers these powerful words of hope and comfort. ** I consider that our present sufferings are
not worth comparing with the glory that will be revealed in us... *' What, then, shall we say
in response to these things? If God is for us, who can be against us? ** He who did not spare
his own Son, but gave him up for us all—how will he not also, along with him, graciously
give us all things? ** Who will bring any charge against those whom God has chosen? It is
God who justifies. > Who then is the one who condemns? No one. Christ Jesus who died—
more than that, who was raised to life—is at the right hand of God and is also interceding for
us. > Who shall separate us from the love of Christ? ** For I am convinced that neither death
nor life, neither angels nor demons, neither the present nor the future, nor any powers,
 neither height nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able to separate us from
the love of God that is in Christ Jesus our Lord.

I don’t know what the present may feel like to you. Perhaps there are times when you wonder
where God is, or if perhaps God has left you to make it through a difficult trial on your own.
Whatever the case, I can assure you that God is always faithful, that He is present with you,
and that whether you are aware of His presence or not, He will never abandon you.

In that belief we can step faithfully into any future.
