We are a denomination comprised of conferences that enable
churches to remain connected for our mission of “Making disciples of Jesus Christ for
the transformation of the world.” Our unique polity (structure) gives our denomination
particular strengths and weaknesses.

Organization of the United Methodist Church

From our founding in the 1700’s under the leadership of John Wesley, conferences
make up the organizational chart of the church. At every conference level above the

local church, the laypersons and clergy have equal voice and vote on business items
affecting the UMC Church.

e« The Local Churches - are known as a Charge Conference when it meets each year
to celebrate ministry and to organize for the coming year. Our Charge Conference
is scheduled for Sunday, November 2, 2025, at 5:00pm in the Sanctuary. Learn

» District Conferences — are the smallest regional conferences in Methodism, made
up of local churches in a close geographic area. First UMC is in the Charleston
District and is supervised by our District Superintendent, the Rev. Jeffrey Salley.

« Annual Conferences - are the name of the geographic region of local churches.
First UMC is in the South Carolina Annual Conference, and the Annual Conference
is overseen by Bishop Leonard Fairley. First UMC is one from among approximately
780 churches in the SC Annual Conference. The 2026 Session of the SC Annual
Conference is scheduled for June 7-10, 2026, at The Greenville Convention Center,
Greenville SC.

e Jurisdictional Conferences — are groups of annual conferences in regional divisions
of the UMC across the nation. St. Luke is in the Southeastern Jurisdiction. The SE]
meets every four years at Lake Junaluska, NC.

» General Conference - is the only body that can set official policy and speak for the
denomination. It meets every four years, in different cities, with approximately 860
delegates from around the world. General Conference gathers to add, edit, and
amend The Book of Discipline.
