Amillennialism: is the belief that the Kingdom of God is present now.  And that the Millennium is a symbolic and spiritual thing… (Baker Encyclopedia of the Bible) 

Postmillennialism:Teach[es] that the kingdom will be established through the progressive successful preaching of the gospel, 
(Baker Encyclopedia of the Bible)

Premillennialism: believe Jesus Christ will return after the Tribulation period and before the Millennial Kingdom is established. (Rev 20:1-7)

Six Reasons for the Premillennial View  (Dr Mark Hitchcock)

1. It best fulfills the Abrahamic covenant (Gen12:1-3; 15:18) and Davidic covenant (2 Sam 7:12-16; Lk 1:32,33).

2. Offers the clearest interpretation of the Resurrection in Rev. 20:1-6.

3. Premillennialism is the earliest view.  
    Chiliasm - GK (chilioi)  one-thousand. 

Early church fathers: Papias, Clement of Rome, Barnabas, Ignatius, Polycarp, Justin Martyr and Tertullian.

4. The most natural reading of Rev Chpt 19-22 and Chpt 20:1-6.

5. Imprisonment of Satan (Rev 20:1-3a)

6. The literal use of numbers
“Revelation 20:1-7 specifically mentions “a thousand years” six times.  (Dr. Mark Hitchcock)




                    Three Reasons for the Millennium

1. To Reward the Faithful  (Dan 7:18,22,27; 1 Cor 6:2a; Rev 20:4,6)

2. To Redeem Creation
The curse against the serpent: Gen 3:14b
The curse against Satan: Gen 3:15b
The curse against the woman: Gen 3:16
The curse against the man: Gen 3:17
The curse against nature. Gen 3:18a
(Rom 5:12; 8:19; Is 11:6-9; 35:2)


3. To Fulfill God’s Covenants

a. The Abrahamic Covenant:  Land and Descendants

b. The Davidic Covenant: the promise that a ruler would reign from the house of David and his name is Jesus Christ.

c. The New Covenant: a new heart for the people of God.

“Jesus, the son of David, will fulfill [these covenants] when He comes to sit on the throne of David and rules over the house of David from the city of David – which is Jerusalem.”  (Dr Mark Hitchcock) 
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
