Tribulation - (thlipsis) a time of affliction, anguish, persecution, trouble and burden.

“…the single event that starts the tribulation period is the antichrist’s signing of a covenant with Israel.”  (Dr. Ron Rhodes)

                            I.  Daniel’s 70th Week

Israel’s Timetable:  Daniel 9:25 - Israel’s timetable divided into 70 groups of 7 years – a total of 490 years.

First 69 groups of 7 years (483 years) the years from the word to rebuild Jerusalem to the coming of the anointed one, the Messiah, Jesus Christ.

Jesus rode into Jerusalem as Messiah 483 years to the day after the command to rebuild Jerusalem.

Time Gap:  Daniel describes a gap between 483 years and the final 7 years – the Tribulation.

(Daniel 9:26) events must occur during the “gap”.
- The Messiah killed (AD 33).
- Jerusalem/temple destroyed (AD 70).
- Jews experience hardship. 

                      II.  The Rise of the Antichrist

1 Jn 2:18a  Children, it is the last hour, and as you have heard that antichrist is coming,  ESV

7-year Peace treaty will be broken in 3½ years.

A. Characteristics of the Antichrist

1. He will be EVIL:
Empowered by Satan.
Raised up as counterfeit Christ.
Deceive with signs and wonders.

2. He will be a GENIUS:
a. The Antichrist will be powerful in intellect.  (Dan 8:23b)
b. The Antichrist will be a master in commerce. (Dan 11:42,43)
c. He will be a master speaker.  (Dan 11:36b; Rev 13:5b)
d. He will be a master politician.  
e. He will rise from obscurity.
f. He will make peace with Israel and the Middle East  (Dan 9:27a)
g. He will establish a one-world economy.  (Dan 11:43; Rev 6:5,6a) 
h. He will claim to be God.  (2 Thess 2:4; Rev 13:8a)
i. He is a counterfeit Christ

Counterfeit signs and wonders (Matt 24:24; 2Thess 2:9).
A counterfeit trinity (Rev 13) Satan, Antichrist, False Prophet.
A counterfeit resurrection: (Rev 13:1-3)

j. Antichrist will rule the world.  (Rev 13:2)

B.  The Identity of the Antichrist

1. His names:
The beast out of the sea (Rev 13:1,2)
The little horn (Dan.7:8)
Man of destruction (2Thess 2:3)
The lawless one (2Thess 2:8)
One who makes desolate (Dan 9:27)
A foolish shepherd (Zech 11:15-17)
An insolent king (Dan 8:23)
Rider on the white horse (Rev 6:2)
Antichrist (1Jn 2:18,22; 4:3; 2 Jn 1:7)  
                         
2. Identity and origin
He will not be a Jew (Rev 13:1)
He will not be a Muslim (Dan11:36a; 2 Thess 2:4)
He will not be Gog.
He WILL BE a European man – from the revived Roman empire.  
(Lk 21:22,23b,24; Dan 7:7,8)

“The reunited Roman Empire emerges in a ten-nation confederation -“the group of ten” (Dan 2:40-44; 7:7; Rev 17:12,13).”  (Dr Ron Rhodes)

                  Ten Keys to the Antichrist’s Identity           
1. Not recognized until after the Rapture.
2. Will begin insignificantly then rise to power, when he brokers peace with Israel. 
3. A gentile world leader from Europe.
4. Rule over the revived Roman Empire.
5. Make a seven-year peace covenant with Israel.
6. Will break his treaty in 3 ½ yrs. and attack Israel. 
7. Will sit in the Temple of God and declare himself to be God.
8. Desecrate the temple by an image of himself and demand he be worshiped. (Dan. 9:27)
9. Will rule the world politically, economically and religiously.
     10.   Will be assassinated and seemingly brought back to life.

              III. The battle of Gog and Magog (Ezek 38,39)
“One of the most dramatic events of the end times is an invasion of a vast horde of nations from every direction…known as the battle of Gog and Magog.”  (Dr.Mark Hitchcock)

A. WHEN will this battle take place?
“[this invasion] will be during the interval of days, weeks, months, or years between the rapture and the start of the seven-year tribulation.”  (Thomas Ice)
     
B. WHO will be involved in this invasion of Israel? (Ezek.38:1-7)
“Gog” is the evil ruler who will lead a coalition of nations (mostly Muslim) waging war against Israel.

       Coalition of nations from the North:
· Rosh – Russia
· Magog – includes former southern Soviet republics of: Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Uzbekistan, Turkmenistan, Tajikistan, and northern parts of Afghanistan.
· Meshech and Tubal – south of the Black and Caspian seas, modern Turkey.
· Persia – Iran
· Ethiopia – Sudan
· Put – Libya, may include Algeria and Tunisia.
· Gomer – Turkey
· Beth-togarmah – Turkey, may include Azerbaijan and Armenia.

C.  HOW: How will God rescue Israel from this evil coalition?
           (Ezek 38:18-22)

    God’s 4 weapons to defeat the coalition:
1. A great earthquake. (Ez 38:19,20)
2. Infighting among the troops. (Ez 38:21)  
3. Disease (Ez 38:22)
4. Lethal weather. (Ez 38:22) 
D.  Distinct from the Battle of Armageddon

The Battle of Gog and Magog is described in Ezek. chpt 38,39.
The Battle of Armageddon is described in Rev chpt 19.


            7 Distinctions Between the Two Battles

Gog and Magog                                   Armageddon

1. Invasion led by Gog.     Invasion led by Antichrist.
2. Gog is destroyed.           Antichrist and false prophet destroyed.
3. Israel at peace prior.       Israel under great persecution prior.
4. Armies fight Israel.             Armies gather to fight Jesus Christ.
5. Occurs prior to the Trib.      Occurs at the end of the Tribulation.
6. Russia and allies invade.      All nations invade Israel.
7. Occurs so that all nations      Occurs to destroy all nations.
    will know who is God.
