tribulation - (thlipsis) a time of affliction, anguish, persecution, trouble and burden.

Events in the Final Half of the Tribulation Period: The Great Tribulation

The entire Tribulation period will last for 7 years total, divided into two halves 3½ years each. The first half is the Tribulation, the second half is called the Great Tribulation.  (Matt 24:21)
 

a. The False Prophet  (Rev 13:11-15; Hab 2:18b,19)

b. The mark of the Beast  (Rev 13:16-18; 20:4a; 14:9,10)

mark - (charagma) a mark, engraved stamp, etched, branded, cut or imprinted.

                     10 Facts About the Mark of the Beast
                                        (Dr. Mark Hitchcock)

1. The mark is future, not past.
2. The mark is a literal, visible brand, mark or tattoo.
3. It will be placed “upon” the right hand or forehead of people.
4. The mark is given as a sign of devotion to the Antichrist and as a passport to engage in commerce.
5. The mark will be the number 666, which will be the numerical value of the Antichrist’s name.
6. Believers during the tribulation will be able to calculate and identify the Antichrist.
7. Those who take the mark will be eternally doomed.
8. Before the Rapture, no one should attempt to identify the Antichrist or his mark – the number 666.
9. No specific modern technology should be identified as the mark of the Beast. 
10. In spite of its association with evil, 666 will be received by those 
who willfully reject Christ during the Tribulation.


c. God’s two prophetic witnesses.  (Rev 11:3)

· The identity of the two witnesses.
“I believe the two witnesses are Moses and Elijah…” (Dr Mark Hitchcock)

· The two witnesses will be given incredible power. (Rev 11:3,5,6)
· The two witnesses are killed. (Rev 11:7-10)
· God resurrects the two witnesses. (Rev 11:3-14) 

Six facts about the two witnesses…
1. They wear sackcloth. Like John the Baptist, it signifies mourning and repentance.
2. They perform miracles.
3. They prophecy for God for 1,260 days or 3 ½ years.
4. They are killed by the Antichrist: bodies in the street for 3½ days.
5. They are raised to life by God.
6. They ascend into heaven.


d. The Trumpet Judgements

· The First Trumpet Judgement  (Rev 8:6,7)  
Third of the earth was burned up.

· The Second Trumpet Judgement (Rev 8:8,9)
A third of sea creatures died and ships destroyed.  

· The Third Trumpet Judgement  (Rev 8:10,11)
              A star named “Bitterness [Wormwood] fell from the sky; one-
              third of the water bitter.

· The Fourth Trumpet Judgement  (Rev 8:12)
A third of their light [sun, moon, stars] were darkened.

· The Fifth Trumpet Judgement  (Rev 9:1-6)
Great smoke darkened the sun and came locusts with great power


· The Sixth Trumpet Judgement  (Rev 9:13-21)
The number of mounted troops was twice ten thousand times ten thousand. A third of mankind was killed,
 
· The Seventh Trumpet Judgement (Rev 16:1)
          Seven angels, “Go and pour out on the earth the seven bowls of 
             the wrath of God.”



e. The Bowl Judgements

· First Bowl (Rev 16:2) upon the earth: sores on the worshipers of the Antichrist.

· Second Bowl (Rev 16:3) upon the Seas: turned to blood.

· Third Bowl (Rev 16:4-7) upon the fresh water: turned to blood.

· Fourth Bowl (Rev 16:8,9) re: the sun: intense, scorching heat.

· Fifth Bowl (Rev 16:10,11) upon the Antichrist’s kingdom: darkness and pain.

· Sixth Bowl (Rev 16:12-16) upon the River Euphrates: Armageddon.

· Seventh Bowl (Rev 16:10,11; 17-21) upon the air: earthquakes and hail.
