Part 8 – The End of the Great Tribulation: Fall of Babylon, and the Battles of Armageddon   (Nov 30th, 2025)


A. The Fall of Babylon the Great

In Revelation 10% of the verses refer to Babylon.
Revelation chapters 17 and 18 are dedicated to the city of Babylon.

· The Description of Last-Days Babylon:

Babylon will be rebuilt and become the world center for an evil false religion and an idolatrous commercial world capital.

The prostitute in Rev 17 symbolizes the idolatrous false religious system that is raised up during the first 3½ years of the Tribulation period.

The second half of the Tribulation period Babylon will become the economic, commercial and political center of the world.

· The Identity of Babylon:
Babylon called the “vile prostitute,” in contrast with the new Jerusalem of Rev 21 and 22. 

                 Clues to the Identity of Babylon  (Dr.Mark Hitchcock)

1. Babylon is a literal city (Rev 17:18).
2. A city of worldwide importance, the capital city of the Antichrist (Rev 17:15,18).
3. Babylon and the Beast (Antichrist) are closely connected.  The “woman” (Babylon) is pictured as riding on the Beast (Antichrist)  (Rev 17:3-5,7).
4. It is a center of false religion (Rev 17:4,5; 18:1,2).
5. It is a center of world commerce (Rev 18:9-19).
6. Babylon persecutes God’s people (Rev 17:6; 18:20-24).
7. Babylon will be destroyed suddenly and completely at the end of the Great Tribulation (Rev 18:8-10, 21-24).


· What is Babylon and where will it be?

1. Revelation refers to a last-days capital of the Antichrist called Babylon six times (Rev 14:8; 16:19; 17:5; 18:2,10,21).
2. Except for Jerusalem, Babylon is the most mentioned city in scripture – referenced 300 times.

3. Babylon symbolizes the ultimate in evil and rebellion against God.

a. Babylon is where man first began to worship himself in rebellion to God (Gen 11:1-11 Tower Babel).
b. Babylon was the capital city for the first world ruler, Nimrod (Gen 10:8-10; 11:9).
c. The king of Babylon, Nebuchadnezzar destroyed the city of Jerusalem and the temple in 586 BC.
d. Babylon was the capital of the first of four gentile world empires that would rule over Jerusalem.
e. Babylon has always been Satan’s capital city on earth.


4. Babylon fits the criteria outlined in Rev 17 and 18.

5. Euphrates River in the book of Revelation (Rev 9:14; 16:12).

6. Zechariah saw when Babylon would be rebuilt and evil would return. (Zech 5:5-11).

B.  Armageddon

· Evil armies of the world’s nations will gather in Israel to try to destroy God’s people – the Jews.

· Satan and the Antichrist are the driving forces behind this massive attack against Israel.

Armageddon: (Har) mountain, (Megiddo) a city in the northern part of ancient Israel.  (Rev 16:12-16; 19:19-21).

· The Scope of the Campaign:  

1. The Valley of Jehoshaphat 
Joel 3:12   Let the nations be roused; let them advance into the Valley of Jehoshaphat, for there I will sit to judge all the nations on every side. NIV


2. The Plain of Esdraelon 
Also known as: Valley of Jezreel, Valley of Taanach, Plains of Megiddo.  Plain 20 miles long, 14 miles wide. The armies of the earth will gather allied with the Antichrist, and meet their doom.


3. Bozrah/Edom  (Is 34:1-5; Rev 14:19-20)


· Seven Key Phases of Armageddon

Phase 1 (Rev 16:12)
The Euphrates River dries up, preparing the way for the kings of the east.

Phase 2  (Rev 12:14,16)
The Antichrist’s allies assemble. The armies assemble to annihilate the Jews once and for all.

Phase 3  (Zech 14:1-3)
The armies attack Jerusalem, and if falls.

Phase 4  (Zech 14:4)
Jesus Christ returns personally to the Mount of Olives.

Phase 5  (Joel 3:9-17; Zech 12:1-9;14:3)
Christ and the armies of the Lord destroy the armies gathered against Jerusalem in the Valley of Jehoshaphat. 

Phase 6  (Is 34:1-7; 63:1-5; Joel 3:19; Rev 12:6,14; Micah 2:12,13; Daniel 11:41)
Christ descends upon Bozrah/Edom-in modern Jordan – to destroy its inhabitants and to deliver the Jewish remnant. 

Phase 7  (Ps 2:9,2; Rev 19:15; 2 Thess 2:8;
Rev 19:19-21)  The Antichrist and his armies will suffer total, cataclysmic defeat at the mighty hand of the King. 


· The aftermath

The great bird supper (Matt 24:28; Lk 17:37; Rev 19:17-21). 

The Antichrist and the false prophet will be cast alive into the lake of fire (Rev 19:20).  
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
