· God is love, but He is also justice and righteousness and it does matter how we live before Him.

Isaiah 6:3a   And they [the angels] were calling to one another: "Holy, holy, holy is the LORD Almighty;…   NIV

call – (gara) call out, recite, proclaim, to invite.

Isaiah 6:4a  At the sound of their voices the doorposts and thresholds shook…  NIV

Worship is declaring who God is, and by doing so, I can experience all of His personality.

Holy – (qadosh) adj. describes God as the only totally pure and holy being.  (qodesh) sacredness and apartness.

God’s holiness speaks not only of his purity, but of his wholeness and completeness as a being.

Is. 6:3b …the whole earth is full of his glory.  NIV

glory – (kabod) glory, honor, heavy and weighty.
(kabod) refers to the weight of God’s significance, importance, and power.

Isaiah 6:5  “Woe to me!" I cried. "I am ruined! For I am a man of unclean lips, and I live among a people of unclean lips, and my eyes have seen the King, the Lord Almighty."  NIV

Woe - A groan or sigh of distress - Heb. (oy)
undone – ruined, cut-off, destroyed, overwhelmed.

· While in God’s presence he becomes aware of his sin.

unclean – (tame) unclean.  Arabic for the “alluvial mud” of the Nile River - equated with sin.

Isaiah 6:6,7  Then one of the seraphs flew to me with a live coal in his hand, which he had taken with tongs from the altar. 
7 With it he touched my mouth and said, "See, this has touched your lips; your guilt is taken away and your sin atoned for."   NIV

At the exact place of our weakness and incompleteness, God desires to bring his wholeness and healing.

guilt – (awon) iniquity, guilt, and punishment.
The root word of (awon - guilt), is (awa) which means, to bend, twist or distort.

· God’s healing, that comes through worship, takes away whatever has been bent, twisted or distorted in you and makes it whole, right and good again.

· Wholeness leads to commission.
