Jesus invites us not to measure our day by productivity, but by 
proximity to Him (Luke 10:42). What has been shaping your spiritual

Tuesday

Wednesday

especially sacrifice offered in trust (Mark 12:44). Where might God 
be inviting you to trust Him with something that feels small but 
costly? 
 
 
Thursday 
Jesus is clear that fruitfulness flows from abiding, not striving (John 
15:4). When we focus on remaining with Him, God takes 
responsibility for the results. Where have you been trying to produce 
fruit instead of staying connected to the vine? 
 
 
Friday 
Throughout Scripture, God works one life at a time, one sheep, one 
coin, one heart (Luke 15). Faithfulness often looks ordinary, but 
heaven celebrates every step of obedience. Who is the one person 
God may be calling you to love, serve, or speak with in 2026?
