Mrs. Sallie Miller Brice of Chester, SC offered the following: “I submit a name for our Assembly Grounds. It is Bon-clar-ken, and it has this meaning, Bon- from the Latin, bonus – ‘good,’ -clar from the Latin clarus – ‘clear,’ -ken from the Scotch – ‘vision.’ Bon-clar-ken — Good-clear-vision.” Since 1922, Bonclarken has had a good, clear vision to serve as “a Christian environment for inspiration and renewal.”
