FAMILY WORSHIP

Children are a blessing and heritage from the Lord. Therefore, we should be intentional and consistent to tell them of the glorious deeds of the Lord. Raising our children with this purpose in mind means that we must be prepared for moments throughout the week when we stop and engage with the Word of God as a family. One of the most fundamental habits you can develop as a family is family worship. When most read “family worship,” many will assume we are talking about a worship service in our living rooms. Though there can be similar elements of a Sunday morning worship service, you should know that family worship can be a lot more attainable than most of you may think. In his book Family Worship, Donald Whitney encourages parents to just do three things: read the Bible, pray, and sing a hymn or praise song. Other than choosing in advance the passage or chapter of Scripture you will read and what you will sing, there is no preparation needed. Also, this does not take a long period of time either. This little outline of suggestions from Whitney can take less than 10 minutes! Here are just a few suggestions:


What should we read? The Bible reading plan that we use walks through the Old Testament and New Testament. We suggest you take one of the readings for the day to read with your family. For younger children, you might want to stick with the New Testament. There are two additional resources that can be utilized throughout the week to instill deep truths—the Fighter Verse and catechism (in the back of the book we have additional information on both the Fighter Verse and catechism).

What should we pray? When reading the passage, you might ask if there is anything you can praise God for, confess to God, or ask God for. This would also be a good place to take the church directory and prayer guide and pray for families in our church. 

What should we sing? We have suggested hymns for each week. These can be found in the ‘The Sing Hymnal.’ Additional resources are available at https://www.singhymnal.com. Through these songs, your children are being taught deep truths about the Lord that are laying a foundation for a lifetime. 


Family worship is not difficult, but it is difficult to carve out time for it, especially in our hectic days. It is God’s way of helping our families to grow in the grace and knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ. It’s worth the effort. It’s our hope that this book will help you as you endeavor to intentionally raise your children in the discipline and instruction of the Lord.

OBSERVATION: WHAT DOES THIS PASSAGE SAY?
· Observe the genre of this passage.
· Observe repeated words and/or phrases.
· Observe emphasized words and/or phrases.  
· Observe words and/or phrases that need to be defined.
· Observe things compared and contrasted.
· Observe cause and effect relationships. 
· Observe the characters in this passage. 
· Observe how characters are described.

STEP 03

· Identify the author of this book.
· Identify the audience of this book. 
· Identify the author’s purpose in writing this book.
· Identify the context of this passage.

· Identify the main point of this passage.

STEP 04
APPLICATION: HOW SHOULD I CHANGE?

· Is there an error to avoid?
· Is there something to praise God for?



STEP 05
PRAY: CONSIDER THE FOLLOWING QUESTIONS:

TUESDAY: Cover this week’s passage and try to say the verse aloud (with its reference) ten more times, peeking if you have to. Say each memorized passage from previous weeks one time aloud with references.

WEDNESDAY-SATURDAY: Say this week’s passage and each memorized passage from previous weeks one time aloud with references.


CATECHISM 

WHAT IS A CATECHISM
A catechism is a way of teaching the doctrines of the Christian faith in a systematic way using a series of questions and answers. Our English word, catechism, comes from katecheo, a Greek word used in the New Testament, meaning to teaching in a systematic manner.

DO BAPTISTS USE CATECHISM?
Certainly, Baptists believe in the orderly teaching of Biblical truth! Though in recent decades this particular tool has fallen into disuse by Southern Baptists, Baptists have indeed used catechisms. For example, one Baptist catechism dates to 1689 and another to 1742. The famous British Baptist preacher, Charles Spurgeon, published “A Puritan Catechism” in 1855. You can find Baptist catechisms in print.

WHAT DO WE DO WITH IT?
Use this guide with your family or for your personal development. The key is to review the material over and again. Do so over a period of weeks or months until it is mastered. The ability to quote every answer word for word is not as important as being able demonstrate a clear understanding of each question and answer.
